ACTIVE MEMBERSHIP (Precepts of the Church)
is defined as:
1. Registered in the parish for a sufficient length of time.
(6 months)
2. Attend Mass on Sundays and Holy Days of Obligation
and rest from servile labor.
3. Confess your sins at least once a year.
4. Receive the Sacrament of the Eucharist at least during
the Easter Season.
5. Observe the days of fasting & abstinence established by
the Church.
6. Help to provide for the needs of the Church.
Holy Days of Obligation
In the Catholic Church, Holy Days of Obligation are the
days on which the faithful are obliged to participate in
the Mass. They also abstain from unnecessary works,
"which hinder the worship to be rendered to God, the joy
proper to the Lord’s Day, or the suitable relaxation of
mind and body." (Canon 1247 of the Code of Canon Law).

All Sundays are obligatory for the faithful to
participate in the Mass.

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. / WHAT'S IT ALL ABOUT?

In the most basic terms, adoration is the worship of the
Eucharist outside of Mass. The Eucharistic Host is displayed
in a monstrance on the altar so that all can see and pray in

the presence of Christ.

Why do we have adoration?

1) To acknowledge Christ’s true presence in the Blessed
Sacrament 2) To lead us to a fuller participation in the Holy
Mass 3) To praise, worship, and offer thanksgiving to God.

How long do | need to stay?

You can go to adoration for a few minutes, a half hour, or
several hours. There are no rules about this. Many people
make it a practice to keep a "holy hour".

What do | do in adoration?

Pray and listen! You can meditate silently by gazing at
Jesus. You can speak to Him in your heart. You might also
read Scripture or a spiritual book. Many people recite the

rosary silently. It is a time of silence - God is always
speaking to you and this is a time to listen.

The remedy to the disbelief of our age, therefore, is the life of a strong, well-formed, intentional
disciple of Jesus Christ. It will be the hope and joy that exude from the witnesses of the Lord Jesus
that will most challenge and collapse the disbelief and false belief of our times.

For this reason, | call on all the baptized to fan into flame the grace you
have received from God, pursue a path of Christian formation, ?mcw our
faith, live it without compromise and be one of the disciples whose life of
grace will heal the secularism of our age and bring God back into the hearts
of all men and women.

THE TEACHING OFFICE OF THE CHURCH

e The authentic interpretation of the the Deposit of Faith takes
place through the Magisterium, or teaching office of the Church

e Under the guidance of the Holy Spirit, this living teaching office
is exercised by the pope, who is the successor of St. Peter and
Bishop of Rome, and the bishops in communion with him

e This office can be exercised infallibly (or without error) in doc-
trinal proclamations (regarding faith or morals) by the pope or by
the entire College of Bishops with the pope (especially in an
ecumenical council)

e It can also be exercised infallibly by the pope and bishops in in
their “ordinary Magisterium” when there is agreement on the
definitiveness of a doctrine

To whom is given the task of authentically interpreting the depos-

it of faith? The task of giving an authentic interpretation of the de-

posit of faith has been entrusted to the living teaching office of the

Church alone, that is, to the successor of Peter, the Bishop of Rome,

and to the bishops in communion with him. To this Magisterium,

which in the service of the Word of God enjoys the certain charism of
truth, belongs also the task of defining dogmas which are formula-
tions of the truths contained in divine Revelation. This authority of
the Magisterium also extends to those truths necessarily connected
with Revelation. (Compendium #16)
