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2020 Spring letter
Dear Fellow Unit Owners,
Welcome to Camping Season 2020. In the 36 years that the park has been here, this season is the most unusual. Some of us have been here through them all. This years’ letter is packed with information. We request that you take a few minutes to read the entire letter. 
This winter we encountered communications that we were able to get out to you in real time through the use of our Facebook page. We know that many people do not like to be on social media for various reasons; however it is our fastest communication avenue. We encourage you to think about joining the Willow Run Resort page so that you can be on top of events that affect our park and camping experience. We are working continuously on the website as well. 
The Board held a meeting on 5/16/20. The following news bits are the result of this meeting. Shortly you will be able to view UNAPPROVED Board minutes on our webpage. (password-members2019)
The Annual Meeting has been postponed until 2021. This decision was made after consultation with our legal counsel and the impact of the current pandemic environment. Though the state is “open” at this time, large public gatherings could put our community’s health at risk. In addition we are obligated to have a quorum to have a meeting and from comments received we would not have the people we need to run elections nor have a quorum. Current Board Members will have 1 year added onto their current service year effectively keeping us on the normal reelection schedule. Enclosed are the annual financials that would have been communicated. 
The pool will open on a trial basis on May 29 during the hours of 10am-9pm. It has been painted. Beware of the bottom of the pool as it is a bit slippery. Due to pool cleaning recommendations, there will not be chairs or lounges available until further notice. You may bring your own chair and remove it when you leave. No chairs can be “stored” at the pool. You must maintain and clean the space/table that you occupy. The water fountain will not be available. The outdoor shower will be on but the indoor showers remain closed. You can bring a cooler with PLASTIC DRINKING PRODUCTS behind the blue line. We expect that all pool users will respect the safety and wellbeing of fellow attendees. We further expect that all unit owners and their guests will maintain common sense using this park amenity. Lastly as always the lifeguard is in charge.  Please stay 6’ away from the guards to maintain social distancing. Unit owners are able to have water aerobics if you desire. Should the situation warrant, the Board maintains the prerogative to modify pool hours and or availability at any time. Please keep the area safe for all users.
The clubhouse received a facelift in the fall. The hard work of Ruth and Dan Christianson as well as Joan and Don Wolfram are much appreciated. It looks marvelous! There are baskets (soon to be labeled) for designated use such as donated food items and medicine bottles to name a couple. The clubhouse and library will open May 29. There should be one person at a time in the library and people should practice social distancing in the clubhouse. The expectation is that you bring wipes to clean up after yourself to make it safe for the next person. Use at your own risk. 
Park beautification is in progress. Flower pots are waiting to be planted. If you were responsible for a pot last year and would like to keep that location, please contact the office. If you are interested and there are any remaining leave that message also with your contact information and we can get back to you. It is also time to remove your campers, boats and trailers from your unit. Jack Hunt is coordinating the boat, camper and trailer lot. Terry Lutz is coordinating the large camper lot. The space is limited. Form and support documentation is required. If there is not space available you will need to store outside of the campground. 
Plans are being finalized to update the laundry room with new machines and painting. The laundry room will be closed when this transition takes place. Watch the boards so that you can plan your laundry needs accordingly.
There is a new plan in place for recycled items (except cans). There is a gentleman who will take our recycled items once a month. The process is that you sign up on the board in the clubhouse. Print clearly. He will come to your unit to pick up the item/s. NO RECYCLED ITEMS ARE TO BE BROUGHT TO THE GARBAGE AREA. Yes he will take small appliances. He will not take any TVs. A pick up schedule will be posted. 
We are looking for a couple of individuals who are willing to manage the can recycling. Please let ED know if you are interested. Children of unit owners can participate. It could be a great service project.
The burn pile contains products that are illegal to be burned or are inappropriate for our burn pile. Therefore only BRUSH and TREE limbs can be placed there for safe burning. If you are renovating you are expected to obtain your own dumpster. As a reminder there is a surveillance camera for that area. 
Water forms are being modified. There will be a change in unit owner expectation. Please watch as this develops in our newsletter. 
We recommend that you also take some time to review our Rules and Regulations booklet. Age of golf cart drivers, lawn watering schedule along with many other frequent concerns can be found there. It is also good practice to check your numbers on your unit in the event you need the fire or police departments. 
We are evaluating the activity schedule. If we feel that an event can be safely held we will let you know. The first event we have verified is the 4th of July parade. Put on your thinking caps for the theme “ANY HOLIDAY”. Let’s make it a big parade!!
Ed is planning the pork chop dinner for June 27. It will be a “take out” dinner. If we can have any seating available, we will let you know. As of right now that is not safely possible. Watch the Boards for further information. 
Please know that your Board makes decisions based on guidelines and information available to us. These decisions along with the rest of the world are in continuous evolution.  We are evaluating the activity schedule. If we feel that an even can be safely held we will let you know.
