The Board would like to thank everyone for being here as safely as possible. It was a very new experience for all of us.
POINTS OF INTEREST:
1. Per our Rulebook, we are all OBLIGATED to complete the ACC form when doing work on our units. Permits are to be displayed in your window.
2. Password to website membership tab is: members 2019
3. Reminder our park recycles cans for income. Please place into can bin.
4. Medicine bottles go to animal shelters. Please clean, remove labels and place into clubhouse bin. Feel free to collect all winter. We had huge bag to donate when we opened this year!! 
5. Larger metal items can be picked up at your lot with prior appointment. Schedule on clubhouse bulletin board during the camping season.
6. Reminder to review our Social Media Policy and the Rules on our Facebook page. When you became a member of the group as an owner or immediate family member, you agreed to follow those guidelines. You must answer all of the questions to be considered. Our Facebook page exists at the discretion of the Board. It was initiated to disseminate information QUICKLY to unit owners. We encourage you to become a part of the group in case there is a park emergency. It is the fastest way we have to communicate with you. Thank you
7. As stated at the September Board meeting, the Association will be developing a survey to be sent out sometime during the winter hopefully via our Website regarding the possibility of the addition of a pavilion. We will be exploring the use of the comment form as our temporary questionnaire as that is sent right into our e-mail. The survey DOES NOT guarantee that a pavilion will be erected by rather the FIRST step of a process. 
The Declaration will be our guide. We are working on developing the questionnaire as a PRECURSER to the Annual Meeting voting. There are many steps to the process. A 67% majority is required for an additional amenity. If that is achieved, design, cost and funding can then proceed. 
8. The enclosed activity schedule is tentative as sometimes dates need to be changed often weather related. Additional activities can be added next season if date and time is available. Park activities take precedence over clubhouse rentals. 
9. The telephone directory is online. We were made aware of the fact that it is not printing properly. We are working on that. However the information is correct. Any properties that transfer during the non-camping season will be updated in the spring. 
10. Rental of units. Friendly reminder to submit all of your paperwork prior to     occupancy for next camping season. If any questions regarding this please contact Judy.
11. The approved revised Financial Policy is now incorporated in the Rules, Regulations and Policy booklet.  
12. Golf carts- Please make sure the correct unit information is CLEARLY VISIBLE on your golf cart front and back. For other requirements, refer to the Rulebook.
13.  Lot 107 did not sell at the Sept. Sheriff Sale. The property will revert to us in this case. That should happen the beginning of Oct. There is a legal process to be followed. The Association will then be able to put the property up for sale. This sale information will be put in separate sheet in the packet. 
14. There’s a new SUNSHINE LADY. Jill Kleiber Deschaine has volunteered to take over from Sandy Honer. A big THANK YOU to Sandy for sending cheer to so many unit owners.
