Fivesomes
will be permitted to play but must maintain pace.

Tee times for the
riding course will be taken each Tuesday, beginning at 9:00 a.m. Reservations are taken by phone only.
OPTIONAL One course will have tee times reserved for golfers who prefer the option to walk or ride.
Tee times for the oElionul course will be taken each Weﬂnesduy, beginning at 9:00 a.m.

WALKING CARTS

© Ohserve 90° rule, travel on paths, 90° to ball and back to path.

* Stay on cart path around tees and greens (within 20 yards).

Walking carts are allowed on all of our courses at Windyke. Before playing, those
who use walking carts on the East & West courses, motorized included, will pay a
trail fee of $6.41 + tax for 18 holes, $3.66 + tax for 9 holes. Fees apply fo both
club-owned and personal carts.

* Stay on cart paths when cart path signs are up on #1 tee.
e Carts are not allowed in parking lot.

* Upon completion of play, return cart to Golf Shop area.

* Kids 5 & under not allowed to ride in caris.

JUNIOR GUIDELINES:

EAST or WEST COURSES, DRIVING RANGE, EAST or WEST PUTTING GREENS
Children 6-11 years old must be chaperoned by and supervised by an adult.
Minors 12-17 years old may play with permission from the Golf Shop or accompanied by an adult. Minors (17 & under) are not permitted to reserve starting fimes.

18 HOLE EXECUTIVE PAR 3 & SHORT GAME AREA
Children under 6 years old are allowed only if directly supervised by an adult. Children 6-11 years old will be allowed to play without an adult; however, we

highly recommend adult supervision. Children 12 years old and over may play anytime, unsupervised.
18 Hole Executive Par 3 Junior guest fee: $9.15; Adult guest fee: $13.73.

HANDICAP SERVICE
Each Membership is charged $42.00 per year for the handicap service. Secondary family members and Executive members may take advantage of
this service by paying an additional fee. Junior golfers (17 & under) $21.00.

DRIVING RANGE

Our driving range is available to members and their guests. A well-maintained grass tee is available to hit from in the spring, summer and fall. It is replaced in the winter with the best artificial mats available.
The driving range opens thirty minutes before the first tee time and closes at dark. Mondays are clean-up and general maintenance days; therefore, the range closes early on Monday. The closing time on
these days varies throughout the year, but it is generally 90 minutes before sunset. Check your monthly newsletter or call 755-3160 if you are in doubt.

INDOOR TENNIS & PICKLEBALL
RESERVATIONS: Reservations are highly recommended during the indoor season (October-March). Reservations are accepted up to
72 hours in advance. Cancellations less than 12 hours in advance will be charged for one hour of court time.

Windyke has three indoor tennis courts available for league, contract and walk up play as well as 2 indoor pickleball courts.
LEAGUE- Windyke sponsors teams in USTA adult, senior, combo, tri-level, mixed and junior team tennis.

CONTRACT- A contract is an agreement by a person (or persons) to reserve a court at the sume time each week during an indoor season.
The contract holder is responsible for any scheduling needs and payment of guest fees.

WALK-UP- Courts reserved on an individual basis are termed “walk-up courts.” Walk-up courts are subject to availability and cannot be
guaranteed throughout an indoor season. Walk-up court fees are: Tennis $22 /hr; Pickleball $14 /hr.

The 2026 Windyke Pool season begins on Saturday, May 23 and ends on Monday, September 7. Each Monday the pool is closed for maintenance and cleaning purposes, except for Memorial Day, May 25 and Labor Day,
September 7.
