A. Administrative Reports/Comments

1. Staffing update: No changes this month!

2. Provider Fair: Providers of services for people with developmental disabilities shared information at Holmes County’s Provider fair at West Holmes High School on the same night as the Bucks vs Community All Stars game, 3/10/26. People were able to visit with providers including Mid East Ohio Regional Council, GentleBrook, Sacred Ground, Catholic Charities, HCAHC, and Early Intervention.


B. Program Reports

1. Program Statistics are attached (B1).

2. Bucks vs Community All-Stars: The 28th annual basketball game was played on Tuesday, March 10. More than 400 spectators were in attendance The Holmes County Special Olympics raised $2200 from the basketball auction, 50/50 raffle, and gift basket raffle. The Bucks have kept their winning streak intact for 28 years!
3. Everybody plays! This is the name of series of programs created by Holmes DD’s Community Supports Department. Following the success of Buddy Softball, Everybody Plays! is providing opportunities for individuals with developmental disabilities to play cornhole, bocce, and table tennis with friends and families. The first event was on Friday, March 13 and even though it was windy and many people had lost power, 21 attended. Three more sessions are scheduled.

4. Community Easter Egg Hunt: New this year was a community-wide egg hunt. Sharon Allison, Community Supports Director, reached out to Harvest Ridge to launch this event on Saturday March 21. Holmes County 4-H and Cardinal Rehab joined the planning team. There were many egg hunting areas including areas that were wheelchair accessible and beeping eggs for children with vision loss. Many community groups that support young children and their families were sharing information at the event. In addition, the indoor amusement park, also being held at Harvest Ridge that same weekend, had a sensory friendly hour. After children hunt for eggs, they could ride carnival rides that had silenced their music and shut off their lights.
C. Superintendent’s Report
1. Annual MUI stakeholder review and analysis: The attached report (C1), completed by MEORC, was reviewed with stakeholders including representatives from provider agencies, Holmes DD staff, and the parent of an individual served on March 24, 2026. Unfortunately, there has been an increase in the number of MUIs in Holmes County. Most of the incidents involved one individual with whom the SSA Department has been working vigilantly to improve their situation. In fact, there have been no MUIs for this person since October 2025.

2. Developmental Disabilities Awareness Month: The month is wrapping up with a full complement of activities including the previously mentioned Bucks vs All-Star Game and the Provider Fai (C2). Additionally, there was the Holmes County advocates participating virtually in DD Awareness Day at Ohio’s Statehouse, Holmes County Commissioner visit and Proclamation, a presentation to Millersburg Rotary Club, WKLM Friday Focus broadcast on 3/20/26, 37 copies of a disability awareness book was given to 2nd grade classrooms and local libraries, the Holmes County Public Library’s Story Walk at Deer Run Park featured a disability awareness book for the month of March, Holmes DD students performed a Reader’s Theater story using various communication devices at Millersburg Elementary.

3. Special Athletes Track and Field: For many years, Holmes DD worked with local schools and businesses to host a track and field event for children and adults with disabilities. During COVID, this event was modified into inclusive events at each school. When the original event was happening on an annual basis, the committee solicited sponsorship donations from local individuals and businesses. Recently, Park National Bank shared that the Special Athletes Track and Field account still has money in it. However, the funds
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cannot be accessed because the account is in the name of Jeff Kinney who used to work at Park National Bank and served on the Holmes DD Board. To rectify this situation, two separate actions are needed. The account must be closed and the funds need to be allocated. It is recommended the Board remove Jeff Kinney as a signer and identify a new signer for the account. And, because the event no longer occurs, it is recommended that the Board discuss moving the funds to Special Olympics Holmes County.
