The stone is rolled away, and the tomb is empty. This is the axis upon which human history turns. On this Easter morning, we

step out of the darkness of the Triduum and into the blinding light of the Resurrection.

The Morning Silence

Imagine the scene in the garden. The air is cool and damp with dew. The world is quiet, unaware that the greatest event in the

universe has just occurred. In the silence of your heart, sit with the magnitude of this moment: Death is no longer the end.

Saint Augustine said, "We are an Easter people, and Alleluia is our song." To be an "Easter people" means to live as though the

Resurrection is a present reality, not just a historical memory. It means that no matter how heavy the stones of your life may

feel—the stones of grief, addiction, or despair—they are not immovable.

The Encounter

Reflect on Mary Magdalene at the tomb. She is weeping, blinded by her sorrow, unable to see the Lord standing right before

her. She mistakes Him for the gardener. It is only when He speaks her name, "Mary," that her eyes are opened.

In this meditation, hear Jesus speak your name. He is not a distant figure in a book; He is the Living God who calls you

personally, even when you feel lost or confused. He meets you in the everyday moments of your life, just as He met Mary in

the garden. Consider what feels like a tomb in your own life—a place or situation holding you back or causing sorrow—and

reflect on what sorrows may be preventing you from seeing the Risen Lord in your daily experience.

The Victory of Love

The Resurrection is the ultimate affirmation from the Father to the Son. It proves that love conquers hate and that life

overcomes death. Even after rising, Jesus' wounds remain on His body, now transformed and glorified. This imagery

suggests that our own wounds—our past mistakes and pains—do not have to be hidden or erased. Instead, in the light of

Easter, God can change our scars into marks of victory and grace.

Living the Alleluia

As you end this meditation, carry with you the message of the empty tomb, understanding it as a symbol of hope and new

life. The Resurrection calls for action; it invites us to step out from whatever keeps us in darkness and to share this

transformative news. We are invited to be witnesses of hope in a world that too often mirrors the waiting and uncertainty of

Holy Saturday.

Breathe in the joy of the Risen Christ. Let it fill your emptiness. Today, the fast is over. Light has conquered. Fr. Mario
