5th Sunday in Lent

What does Lent mean?
We are slowly approaching the end of Lent. Let me remind you of the requirements of Lent, before
entering into the celebration of the Passion and Resurrection of Christ during Holy Week.

Lent is 40 days of spiritual preparation before Easter, beginning on Ash Wednesday. It is a time of
conversion, penance, and reflection, inviting us to draw closer to God through three pillars: prayer, fasting,
and almsgiving (sharing). This 40-day period refers to the 40 days Jesus fasted in the desert and to the
Exodus of the Hebrews.

The 3 Pillars of Lent:

Fasting: Much more than abstaining from food, it is a refocusing, a way to open oneself to the Word of
God and to master one's desires. It is recommended for the faithful between the ages of 14 and 60, except
in cases of illness.

Prayer: A time to deepen one's relationship with God, particularly through reading the Bible and quiet
reflection(recollection or retreat).

Almsgiving/Sharing: The act of giving, sharing, and being attentive to the needs of others, especially the
most vulnerable.

Lent is a spiritual battle. A time of struggle against evil, following Jesus in the desert. Lent immerses us in

a process of conversion: It is about changing our lives, detaching ourselves from sin, and turning towards

Christ.

The goal of Lent is not austerity for its own sake, but the joy of preparing for the resurrection of Christ. Lent
is also expressed through concrete actions, such as showing kindness by serving others. The Friday fast
is a sign of mourning and penance; it is suggested to eat soberly (abstinence from meat).

Lent begins on Ash Wednesday with the imposition of ashes and ends before the Mass of the Last Supper

on Holy Thursday, opening onto the Easter Triduum. Have a blessed Lent. Fr. Albert
