The Season of Lent at St. Aloysius  

The Church teaches that the season of Lent is a time to remember our baptism and do penance. Part of penance is            

sacrifice. When we give up the beauty of instruments during Lent as the liturgical law outlines in the General Instruction 

of the Roman Missal, we can more easily enter the solemn and penitential character of the season. Therefore,              

instrumental accompaniment will be subdued for the duration of Lent. Also, we will also sing the Holy, Holy, Holy, the 

Memorial Acclimation, and the Lamb of God in Latin to encourage a deeper contemplation of the mystery of the mass. 

The melodies and words can be found on pages 39, 24, and 40 in the hymnal. 

This Lent, as a St. Aloysius community, we'll be prayerfully reading "Dilexi Te" (translated to "I have loved you"), an               
encyclical written by Pope Leo XIV on the call to care for the poor. 

If you're in a small group, feel free to add this to your discussions. We will also have an opportunity and dive deeper into 
the text after mass (in the lower level of the church) on Sunday, March 15th.
