Therefore, I invite you to follow our Lord this Holy Week, from his tri
umphal entry, through his suffering and death, to the glory of his resur
rection.

Hear the words of the Gospel written in the twenty-first chapter of Saint
Matthew, at the first verse.

OW when they drew near to Jerusalem and came to Bethphage, to the
Mount of Olives, then Jesus sent two disciples, *saying to them, “Go
into the village in front of you, and immediately you will find a donkey tied,
and a colt with her. Untie them and bring them to me. 3If anyone says
anything to you, you shall say, ‘The Lord needs them,” and he will send them
at once.”

9 The Passion Gospel may be read or chanted by lay persons. Specific roles may
be assigned to different persons, the congregation taking the part of the crowd.

9 The congregation may be seated for the first part of the Passion. At the verse
which mentions the arrival at Golgotha (T) all stand.

St. Matthew 26:36 - 27:66

HEN Jesus went with them to a place called Gethsemane, and he said

to his disciples, “Sit here, while I go over there and pray.” And taking
with him Peter and the two sons of Zebedee, he began to be sorrowful and
troubled. Then he said to them, “My soul is very sorrowful, even to death;
remain here, and watch with me.” And going a little farther he fell on his
face and prayed, saying, “My Father, if it be possible, let this cup pass from
me; nevertheless, not as I will, but as you will.” And he came to the disciples
and found them sleeping. And he said to Peter, “So, could you not watch
with me one hour? Watch and pray that you may not enter into temptation.
The spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh is weak.” Again, for the second
time, he went away and prayed, “My Father, if this cannot pass unless I
drink it, your will be done.” And again he came and found them sleeping,
for their eyes were heavy. So, leaving them again, he went away and prayed
for the third time, saying the same words again. Then he came to the
disciples and said to them, “Sleep and take your rest later on. See, the hour
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is at hand, and the Son of Man is betrayed into the hands of sinners. Rise,
let us be going; see, my betrayer is at hand.”

Betrayal and Arrest of Jesus

While he was still speaking, Judas came, one of the twelve, and with him a
great crowd with swords and clubs, from the chief priests and the elders of
the people. Now the betrayer had given them a sign, saying, “The one I will
kiss is the man; seize him.” And he came up to Jesus at once and said,
“Greetings, Rabbi!” And he kissed him. Jesus said to him, “Friend, do what
you came to do.” Then they came up and laid hands on Jesus and seized
him. And behold, one of those who were with Jesus stretched out his hand
and drew his sword and struck the servant of the high priest and cut off his
ear. Then Jesus said to him, “Put your sword back into its place. For all who
take the sword will perish by the sword. Do you think that I cannot appeal
to my Father, and he will at once send me more than twelve legions of
angels? But how then should the Scriptures be fulfilled, that it must be
s0?” At that hour Jesus said to the crowds, “Have you come out as against a
robber, with swords and clubs to capture me? Day after day I sat in the
temple teaching, and you did not seize me. But all this has taken place that
the Scriptures of the prophets might be fulfilled.” Then all the disciples left
him and fled.

Jesus Before Caiaphas and the Council

Then those who had seized Jesus led him to Caiaphas the high priest, where
the scribes and the elders had gathered. And Peter was following him at a
distance, as far as the courtyard of the high priest, and going inside he sat
with the guards to see the end. Now the chief priests and the whole
council were seeking false testimony against Jesus that they might put him
to death, but they found none, though many false witnesses came forward.
At last two came forward and said, “This man said, ‘I am able to destroy the
temple of God, and to rebuild it in three days.” And the high priest stood
up and said, “Have you no answer to make? What is it that these men testify
against you?” But Jesus remained silent. And the high priest said to him, “I
adjure you by the living God, tell us if you are the Christ, the Son of
God.” Jesus said to him, “You have said so. But I tell you, from now on you
will see the Son of Man seated at the right hand of Power and coming on
the clouds of heaven.” Then the high priest tore his robes and said, “He has
uttered blasphemy. What further witnesses do we need? You have now
heard his blasphemy. What is your judgment?” They answered, “He
deserves death.” Then they spit in his face and struck him. And some
slapped him, saying, “Prophesy to us, you Christ! Who is it that struck you?”
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Peter Denies Jesus

Now Peter was sitting outside in the courtyard. And a servant girl came up
to him and said, “You also were with Jesus the Galilean.” But he denied it
before them all, saying, “I do not know what you mean.” And when he went
out to the entrance, another servant girl saw him, and she said to the
bystanders, “This man was with Jesus of Nazareth.” And again he denied it
with an oath: “I do not know the man.” After a little while the bystanders
came up and said to Peter, “Certainly you too are one of them, for your
accent betrays you.” Then he began to invoke a curse on himself and to
swear, “I do not know the man.” And immediately the rooster crowed. And
Peter remembered the saying of Jesus, “Before the rooster crows, you
will deny me three times.” And he went out and wept bitterly.

Jesus Delivered to Pilate

When morning came, all the chief priests and the elders of the people took
counsel against Jesus to put him to death. And they bound him and led him
away and delivered him over to Pilate the governor.

Judas Hangs Himself

Then when Judas, his betrayer, saw that Jesus was condemned, he changed
his mind and brought back the thirty pieces of silver to the chief priests and
the elders, saying, “I have sinned by betraying innocent blood.” They said,
“What is that to us? See to it yourself.” And throwing down the pieces of
silver into the temple, he departed, and he went and hanged himself. But
the chief priests, taking the pieces of silver, said, “It is not lawful to put them
into the treasury, since it is blood money.” So they took counsel and bought
with them the potter's field as a burial place for strangers. Therefore that
field has been called the Field of Blood to this day. Then was fulfilled what
had been spoken by the prophet Jeremiah, saying, “And they took the thirty
pieces of silver, the price of him on whom a price had been set by some of
the sons of Israel, and they gave them for the potter's field, as the Lord
directed me.”

Jesus Before Pilate

Now Jesus stood before the governor, and the governor asked him, “Are
you the King of the Jews?” Jesus said, “You have said so.” But when he was
accused by the chief priests and elders, he gave no answer. Then Pilate said
to him, “Do you not hear how many things they testify against you?” But he
gave him no answer, not even to a single charge, so that the governor was
greatly amazed.
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The Crowd Chooses Barabbas

Now at the feast the governor was accustomed to release for the crowd any
one prisoner whom they wanted. And they had then a notorious prisoner
called Barabbas. So when they had gathered, Pilate said to them, “Whom do
you want me to release for you: Barabbas, or Jesus who is called Christ?” For
he knew that it was out of envy that they had delivered him up. Besides,
while he was sitting on the judgment seat, his wife sent word to him, “Have
nothing to do with that righteous man, for I have suffered much because of
him today in a dream.” Now the chief priests and the elders persuaded the
crowd to ask for Barabbas and destroy Jesus. The governor again said to
them, “Which of the two do you want me to release for you?” And they said,
“Barabbas.” Pilate said to them, “Then what shall I do with Jesus who is
called Christ?” They all said, “Let him be crucified!” And he said,
“Why? What evil has he done?” But they shouted all the more, “Let him be
crucified!”

Pilate Delivers Jesus to Be Crucified

So when Pilate saw that he was gaining nothing, but rather that a riot was
beginning, he took water and washed his hands before the crowd, saying, “I
am innocent of this man's blood; see to it yourselves.” And all the people
answered, “His blood be on us and on our children!” Then he released for
them Barabbas, and having scourged Jesus, delivered him to be crucified.

Jesus Is Mocked

Then the soldiers of the governor took Jesus into the governor's
headquarters, and they gathered the whole battalion before him. And they
stripped him and put a scarlet robe on him, and twisting together a crown
of thorns, they put it on his head and put a reed in his right hand. And
kneeling before him, they mocked him, saying, “Hail, King of the
Jews!” And they spit on him and took the reed and struck him on the
head. And when they had mocked him, they stripped him of the robe and
put his own clothes on him and led him away to crucify him.

The Crucifixion

As they went out, they found a man of Cyrene, Simon by name. They
compelled this man to carry his cross. And when they came to a place called
1 Golgotha (which means Place of a Skull), they offered him wine to drink,
mixed with gall, but when he tasted it, he would not drink it. And when
they had crucified him, they divided his garments among them by casting
lots. Then they sat down and kept watch over him there. And over his head
they put the charge against him, which read, “This is Jesus, the King of the
Jews.” Then two robbers were crucified with him, one on the right and one
on the left. And those who passed by derided him, wagging their heads and
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saying, “You who would destroy the temple and rebuild it in three days, save
yourself! If you are the Son of God, come down from the cross.” So also the
chief priests, with the scribes and elders, mocked him, saying, “He saved
others; he cannot save himself. He is the King of Israel; let him come down
now from the cross, and we will believe in him. He trusts in God; let God
deliver him now, if he desires him. For he said, ‘I am the Son of God.” And
the robbers who were crucified with him also reviled him in the same way.

The Death of Jesus

Now from the sixth hour there was darkness over all the land until the ninth
hour. And about the ninth hour Jesus cried out with a loud voice,
saying, “Eli, Eli, lema sabachthani?” that is, “My God, my God, why have you
forsaken me?” And some of the bystanders, hearing it, said, “This man is
calling Elijah.” And one of them at once ran and took a sponge, filled it
with sour wine, and put it on a reed and gave it to him to drink. But the
others said, “Wait, let us see whether Elijah will come to save him.” And
Jesus cried out again with a loud voice and yielded up his spirit.

And behold, the curtain of the temple was torn in two, from top to bottom.
And the earth shook, and the rocks were split. The tombs also were opened.
And many bodies of the saints who had fallen asleep were raised, and
coming out of the tombs after his resurrection they went into the holy city
and appeared to many. When the centurion and those who were with
him, keeping watch over Jesus, saw the earthquake and what took place,
they were filled with awe and said, “Truly this was the Son of God!”

There were also many women there, looking on from a distance, who had
followed Jesus from Galilee, ministering to him, among whom were Mary
Magdalene and Mary the mother of James and Joseph and the mother of the
sons of Zebedee.

Jesus Is Buried

When it was evening, there came a rich man from Arimathea, named
Joseph, who also was a disciple of Jesus. He went to Pilate and asked for the
body of Jesus. Then Pilate ordered it to be given to him. And Joseph took
the body and wrapped it in a clean linen shroud and laid it in his own new
tomb, which he had cut in the rock. And he rolled a great stone to the
entrance of the tomb and went away. Mary Magdalene and the other Mary
were there, sitting opposite the tomb.

The Guard at the Tomb

The next day, that is, after the day of Preparation, the chief priests and the
Pharisees gathered before Pilate and said, “Sir, we remember how that
impostor said, while he was still alive, ‘After three days [ will rise.” Therefore
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order the tomb to be made secure until the third day, lest his disciples go
and steal him away and tell the people, ‘He has risen from the dead,” and
the last fraud will be worse than the first.” Pilate said to them, “You have a
guard of soldiers. Go, make it as secure as you can.” So they went and made
the tomb secure by sealing the stone and setting a guard.

THE CELEBRATION OF HOLY COMMUNION

9 Here the Presbyter shall give the following or similar invitation.

UR fellow baptized Christians of other branches of Christ’s Church, all
who love our Divine Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ in sincerity, are
affectionately invited to the Lord’s Table.

9 Then the Presbyter may ask the secret intercessions of the congregation for any
who have desired the prayers of the church. After which he shall say,
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Let us pray for the whole state of Christ’s Church.

LMIGHTY and everliving God, who by thy holy Apostle hast taught us
to make prayers, and supplications, and to give thanks for all men; We
humbly beseech thee most mercifully to accept our [*alms and ] oblations,
and to receive these our prayers, which we offer unto thy Divine Majesty;
beseeching thee to inspire continually the universal Church with the spirit
of truth, unity, and concord: And grant that all those who do confess thy
holy Name may agree in the truth of thy holy Word, and live in unity and
godly love.
Lord, in thy mercy,
Hear our prayer.

We beseech thee also, so to direct and dispose the hearts of all Christian
rulers, [especially Donald our President], and other rulers, [especially Josh
our Governor], that they may truly and impartially administer justice, to the
punishment of wickedness and vice, and to the maintenance of thy true
religion, and virtue.

Lord, in thy mercy,
Hear our prayer.

Give grace, O heavenly Father, to all Bishops and other Ministers,
[especially Steve our Archbishop, Ray our Presiding Bishop, Peter our
Bishop, and Paul our minister,] that they may, both by their life and
doctrine, set forth thy true and lively Word, and rightly and duly administer
thy holy Sacraments.

Lord, in thy mercy,
Hear our prayer.

With our Diocese, we ask your especial favor and blessing upon Fr. Keith
Boettner, Fr. Ed Tuten, Dcns. Teresa Johnson, and the parishioners of St.
James’ Anglican Church in Memphis, Tennessee.

Lord, in thy mercy,
Hear our prayer.

And to all thy People give thy heavenly grace; and especially to this
congregation here present; that, with meek heart and due reverence, they
may hear, and receive thy holy Word; truly serving thee in holiness and
righteousness all the days of their life.

Lord, in thy mercy,
Hear our prayer.
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And we most humbly beseech thee, of thy goodness, O Lord, to comfort
and succor all those, who in this transitory life are in trouble, sorrow, need,
sickness, or any other adversity. [The congregation may offer their
petitions.]

Lord, in thy mercy,
Hear our prayer.

And we also bless thy holy Name for all thy servants departed this life in
thy faith and fear; beseeching thee to grant them continual growth in thy
love and service, and to give us grace so to follow their good examples, that
with them we may be partakers of thy heavenly kingdom. Grant this, O
Father, for Jesus Christ’s sake, our only Mediator and Advocate. Amen.

9 Then shall the Presbyter say the following words to those who come to receive
the Holy Communion. And note, That if the Exhortation above be not said, the
people may remain kneeling, the Presbyter using the words devoutly saying in
place of devoutly kneeling.

E who do truly and earnestly repent you of your sins, and are in love and

charity with your neighbours, and intend to lead a new life, following
the commandments of God, and walking from henceforth in his holy ways;
Draw near with faith, and take this holy Sacrament to your comfort; and
make your humble confession to Almighty God, devoutly kneeling.

9 Then shall this GENERAL CONFESSION be made, by the Presbyter and all those
who are minded to receive the Holy Communion, humbly kneeling, and saying,

LMIGHTY God, Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, Maker of all things,

Judge of all men; We acknowledge and bewail our manifold sins and
wickedness, Which we, from time to time, most grievously have committed,
By thought, word, and deed, Against thy Divine Majesty, Provoking most
justly thy wrath and indignation against us. We do earnestly repent, And
are heartily sorry for these our misdoings; The remembrance of them is
grievous unto us; The burden of them is intolerable. Have mercy upon us,
Have mercy upon us, most merciful Father; For thy Son our Lord Jesus
Christ’s sake, Forgive us all that is past; And grant that we may ever
hereafter Serve and please thee In newness of life, To the honour and glory
of thy Name; Through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

9 Then shall the Presbyter, or the Bishop if he be present, stand up, and turning
to the people, say,

LMIGHTY God, our heavenly Father, who of his great mercy hath
promised forgiveness of sins to all those who with hearty repentance
and true faith turn unto him; ¥ Have mercy upon you; pardon and deliver
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you from all your sins; confirm and strengthen you in all goodness; and
bring you to everlasting life; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

9 Then shall the Presbyter say,

Hear what comfortable words our Saviour Christ saith unto all who truly
turn to him.

OME unto me, all ye that travail and are heavy laden, and I will refresh
you. St. Matthew 11:28
So God loved the world, that he gave his only-begotten Son, to the end
that all that believe in him should not perish, but have everlasting life. St.
John 3:16

Hear also what Saint Paul saith.
This is a true saying, and worthy of all men to be received, That Christ

Hear also what Saint John saith.
If any man sin, we have an Advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the
righteous; and he is the Propitiation for our sins.

9 All stand. The Presbyter says to the people,

The peace of the Lord be always with you.
People. And with thy spirit.

9 Then the Ministers and People may greet one another in the name of the Lord,
after which the Presbyter shall proceed, saying,

Is the Father with us?

People. He is.

Presbyter. Is Christ among us?

People. He is.

Presbyter. Is the Spirit here?

People. He is.

Presbyter. This is our God,

People. Father, Son, and Holy Ghost.
Presbyter. We are his people.

People. We are redeemed.

9 It is appropriate for the people to return to a kneeling posture.

Presbyter. The Lord be with you.
People. And with thy spirit.
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Presbyter. Lift up your hearts.

People. We lift them up unto the Lord.
Presbyter. Let us give thanks unto our Lord God.
People. It is meet and right so to do.

9 Then shall the Presbyter turn to the holy Table, and say,

T is very meet, right, and our bounden duty, that we should at all times,
and in all places, give thanks unto thee, O Lord, Holy Father, Almighty,
Everlasting God.

HO dost bid thy faithful people cleanse their hearts, and prepare

with joy for the Paschal feast; that, fervent in prayer and in works of
mercy, and renewed by thy Word and Sacraments, they may come to the
fullness of grace which thou hast prepared for those who love thee.

HEREFORE with Angels and Archangels, and with all the company of
heaven, we laud and magnify thy glorious Name; evermore praising

ND we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness, mercifully to accept this

our sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving; most humbly beseeching thee
to grant that, by the merits and death of thy Son Jesus Christ, and through
faith in his blood, we, and all thy whole Church, may obtain remission of
our sins, and all other benefits of his passion. And here we offer and present
unto thee, O Lord, our selves, ¥ our souls and bodies, to be a reasonable,

Father Almighty, world without end. AMEN.

E do not presume to come to this thy Table, O merciful Lord, trusting

in our own righteousness, but in thy manifold and great mercies. We
are not worthy so much as to gather up the crumbs under thy Table. But
thou art the same Lord, whose property is always to have mercy: Grant us,
therefore, gracious Lord, so to eat the flesh of thy dear Son Jesus Christ, and
to drink his blood, that our sinful bodies may be made clean by his body,
and our souls washed through his most precious blood, and that we may
evermore dwell in him, and he in us. Amen.

9 Then shall the Presbyter first receive the Communion in both kinds himself, and
proceed to deliver the same to the Bishops, Presbyters, and Deacons, in like
manner, (if any be present,) and after that to the people also in order, into their
hands, all devoutly kneeling. And sufficient opportunity shall be given to those
present to communicate. And when he delivers the Bread, he shall say,
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HE Body of our Lord Jesus Christ, which was given for thee, preserve

thy body and soul unto everlasting life. Take and eat this in
remembrance that Christ died for thee, and feed on him in thy heart by faith
with thanksgiving.

9 And the Minister who delivers the Cup shall say,

HE Blood of our Lord Jesus Christ, which was shed for thee, preserve
thy body and soul unto everlasting life. Drink this in remembrance that
Christ’s Blood was shed for thee, and be thankful.

Let us pray for you.

After all have received bread and wine and the priest is finishing at the
Table or as we are singing, all who would like prayer - for healing,
blessing, to be filled with the Spirit, anything at all - are welcome to come
back to the front to stand or kneel at the altar rail. The priest and others
appointed will anoint and pray for you.
