Sometimes, a story begins with an Inciting Force which appears
to be the major conflict because it causes chaos in the
protagonist’s life. However, a more serious problem emerges,
and that challenge becomes the true conflict of the story, novel,
or play. If the story contains an Inciting Force, the real conflict
may be delayed until chapter two.
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DRAWING CONCLUSIONS

Drawing conclusions means making logical, evidence-based
decisions. The conclusions are based upon text evidence, the
reader's prior knowledge, and inferred meanings.

STRATEGIES FOR DRAWING CONCLUSIONS

DO ACTIONS MATCH WORDS?

If a character agrees to help his neighbors clean up after a storm but
does not show up, is he dishonest? Is he sick? However, if the
character continually promises without delivering, then the other
characters and the reader conclude he is untrustworthy.
Actions reveal character traits more accurately than words.

DOES APPEARANCE MATCH CHARACTER?

Is the character in the story pretending to be someone else? A
character dressed in a police uniform acts peculiarly. Another
character who speaks to the policeman describes his appearance
and behavior. From these impressions based on actions, appearance,
and dialogue, the reader can determine the officer’s authenticity.

DOES THE CHARACTER LIE OR LIE BY OMISSION?

If a character repeatedly says, “l don’t remember,” the reader should
question whether this character is hiding or covering up something.
Evidence such as a photo, a video, or a sworn statement could clarify
the truth. The reader needs some facts to draw a conclusion.

Example: Sam told Mom that he went to John’s house after school.
Sam left out that they stopped for a beer. A photo from another
student proved Sam told a half-truth. Evidence confirmed the lie.

DOES AN ANACHRONISM INTERFERE WITH COMPREHENSION?
An anachronism means a misplacement in time of a person, object,
action, or custom. For example, Dana cried because she was rejected
from astronaut training in 1860. Since space programs began in the
1960s, this historical error creates confusion due to an anachronism.
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
