Riesling and Pinot Noir wines from the 
family Breuer vineyard and other local 
Rheingau winegrowers.  

 
Everything about this inviting locale 
exudes warmth, from its amber lighting 
and colorful stained glass to its flavorful 
wines and heartwarming menu. 
 
For dinner, savor local German flavors 
with traditional favorites which may 
include homemade potato soup, followed 
by a typical Rheingau dish, such as trout 
cooked in melted butter and almonds with 
potatoes, or wild boar goulash with 
spaetzle; ending with dessert such as 
apple strudel with ice cream.  
 
Of course the evening will be capped  
off with famous Rudesheimer Kaffee, 
the specialty coffee which has become 
one of Rudesheim’s historical delights.
