Pastoral Letter

Dear Parishioners of Pope St. John XXIII parish faith community,

We celebrate the Solemnity of the Holy Trinity this Sunday. We professed God as Father,
Son, and Holy Spirit. When we make the sign of the Cross, which signifies our belief in
the One-Triune God head: Creator, Redeemer, and Protector. The liturgy of the Word
explicitly narrates the Triune God, in the first reading we hear about God promising
Moses to accompany the people of Israel in their journey to the promised Land, in the
second reading we hear introductory words of the Eucharistic celebration F ,
