Epistle Reading                                                                                      Romans 4:1–8, 13–17 
1What then shall we say was gained by Abraham, our forefather according to the flesh? 2For if 

Abraham was justified by works, he has something to boast about, but not before God. 3For what 

does the Scripture say? “Abraham believed God, and it was counted to him as righteousness.” 
4Now to the one who works, his wages are not counted as a gift but as his due. 5And to the one 

who does not work but trusts him who justifies the ungodly, his faith is counted as righteousness, 
6just as David also speaks of the blessing of the one to whom God counts righteousness apart from 

works: 7“Blessed are those whose lawless deeds are forgiven, and whose sins are covered; 8blessed 

is the man against whom the Lord will not count his sin.” . . . 13For the promise to Abraham and his 

offspring that he would be heir of the world did not come through the law but through the 

righteousness of faith.

10Jesus answered him, “Are you the teacher of Israel and yet you do not understand 

these things? 11Truly, truly, I say to you, we speak of what we know, and bear witness to what we 

have seen, but you do not receive our testimony. 12If I have told you earthly things and you do not 

believe, how can you believe if I tell you heavenly things? 13No one has ascended into heaven 

except he who descended from heaven, the Son of Man. 14And as Moses lifted up the serpent in the 

wilderness, so must the Son of Man be lifted up, 15that whoever believes in him may have eternal 

life.

*“ Because there is one bread, we who are many are one body, for we all partake of the one bread.” 

**“And they devoted themselves to the apostles' teaching and the fellowship, to the breaking of bread and the prayers.” 

***“ For I received from the Lord what I also delivered to you, that the Lord Jesus on the night when he was betrayed took 

bread, 24 and when he had given thanks, he broke it, and said, “This is my body, which is for you.
