
J. Edward Walter Park 

J. Edward Walter Park is a 5.75 acre park facility located adjacent to the Dorchester 
County Recreation and Parks Department office on 446 Willis Street in Cambridge, 
MD.  J. Edward Walter Park’s main entrance and parking area are located at the end 
of Linden Avenue in Cambridge, Maryland.  Formerly known as “Dodger Park”, this 
facility was home to the Cambridge Dodgers who were aminor league affiliate of the 
Brooklyn Dodgers playing in the Eastern Shore League from 1946-1949.  Between 
1937 and 1941, the team in Cambridge was an affiliate of the St. Louis Cardinals or-
ganization and was known as the Cambridge Cardinals.  Before that a team called the 
Cambridge Canners played at this park from 1922-1928.  Over the years a number of 
Major League Baseball players have played on these grounds and local youth contin-
ue to enjoy the benefit of playing at this beautiful, historic park.
