Mayville Community Schools Plan of Action: Mayville Elementary School will offer before  

and after school tutoring for students in grades K-5 to address any learning gaps in the area of 

both reading and math. 

 

Who may attend? Any K-5 student who is in need of morning or evening tutoring.  However, 

spots are limited and will be filled on a first come/first serve basis. Students can be removed 

from the program if disciplinary action must be taken. 

 

What is the cost to attend? There is NO COST for the parents. 

 

Times and Days of Service 

● Before School 

○ Monday-Friday 6:00-7:35 a.m. Students must be dropped off between 6:00-7:00 

a.m. at the southeast doors. When the session is over, students will be directed to 

the cafeteria for FREE breakfast. School begins at 8:00 a.m. 

● After School 

○  Monday-Friday 3:00-4:30 p.m. Students will receive a free healthy snack. 

Students must be picked up no later than 4:30 at the southeast doors. 

 

What will students learn?  

Each student will have an individual plan developed by the instructor of record in 

collaboration with the student’s general education classroom teacher in order to close reading 

and math gaps or for academic enrichment. 

 

Registration Process: Any parent who wishes their child attend the before or after school 

tutoring sessions offered by Mayville Community Schools must complete an ONLINE 

REGISTRATION form found on the schools website under Parent Resources. The school will 

notify each participant as to the dates they may begin attending tutoring.
