Day 1. Perth to Bunbury (D)

Day 3. Coalfields History and Heritage (BLD)  
This morning we dive into the local history and heritage at the Coalfields Museum. Immerse in a replica 

underground coal mine tour before we emerge in the lush and relaxing grounds of the Bush Shack 

Brewery, Dardanup. Take a scenic drive through the picturesque Ferguson Valley, stopping at the 

whimsical Gnomesville on the return to Bunbury. 

 

 

Day 4. Collie to Perth (BL)  

Travel home on the Harvest Highway via the charming rural towns of Brunswick Junction and Harvey. 

Pip stop at Harvey Cheese for some last minute sampling and gourmet produce to take home, before a 

farewell lunch brings us together for one final occasion before continuing to Perth where we will see
