Rolling hills of forests, vineyards and farmland set the scene as we head to Olio Bello, a boutique
award-winning olive oil producer with a gourmet tasting room. Mid-morning brings indulgence at the
Margaret River Chocolate Factory, followed by free time to explore the towns main street for lunch. The
afternoon takes you to Eagles Heritage Park to admire its abundant birdlife, then on to the Berry Farm
— a food lover's paradise of homemade jams, sauces, spice mixes and liqueurs. The day ends with
dinner at the Goose on the Busselton Foreshore.

Day 5. Busselton to Perth (BL)

Head home via the Harvest Highway, with plentiful cheese tastings along the way. Travel through the
charming rural towns of Brunswick Junction and Harvey. A farewell lunch at the Drakesbrook Hotel
brings us together for one final occasion before continuing to Perth where we see you safely home to
your door.
