Day 1. Perth to Hyden (D)  
We collect you from home and transfer you to your luxury coach for your Christmas holiday. Enjoy the 
changing nature of the native flora as we travel through the Central Wheatbelt region to York for a 
delicious morning tea and visit some unique Museums in York. Lunch will be along the way as we make 
our way to Hyden for your first night.

Day 2. Hyden to Esperance (BD)  
Today, you will see the iconic Wave Rock - one of Australia’s most famous formations. After viewing 
this magnificent wave-shaped rock we will head to the Wildflower Shoppe, which incorporates the 
Wildlife Park and Lace Place. Then it’s back on the coach, to continue our journey via the Ravensthorpe 
Range and the Lake King district towards Esperance. Along the way, we’ll visit Cindy Poole Gallery 
before arriving to the incredible Bay of Isles, where we will spend a few nights.

Day 3. Christmas Day (BLD)
