Day 1. Perth to Sydney (D)

After a leisurely lunch (own expense), discover the inspiring stories
of Norfolk Island’s remarkable women—Olivia Gascoigne, Aunt Selina Buffet, and Marie Bailey—who
overcame great challenges and shaped the island’s history. This evening, enjoy a farewell dinner at
the hotel, sharing memories and stories with new and old friends from your unforgettable Norfolk
Island journey.

Day 9. Homeward bound (B)

After breakfast enjoy a last stroll on Norfolk Island before your transfer to the airport for your
afternoon flight to Sydney, then onward to Perth. Upon arrival, we will see you safely home.
