I would tell her what I was learning in the deaconate program, about the paper I was writing, or the tests I took. She insisted we pray during our visits and before I left and that I do the prayer. I believe God was at work in both of us, using one to help the other. I felt like I was helping her grow deeper in faith and she was teaching me about the suffering servant. It’s funny, meaning ‘amazing’ how God works in us to help us grow in faith and love for one another and the strength and courage to face the things to come. I still ask her for help in writing an article or a problem, and I still hear her say, “Do not overthink it, you always do.” It just goes to show you, just how loving and wise our God is.
