In every sacrament through the laying of hands and prayer, the Holy Spirit is present and comes to us. The Spirit of God sanctifies us; it gives us strength and courage to move forward. The Spirit gives us the words to say at the right time. Through the Spirit we receive God’s graces and the wisdom and knowledge of who God is.
