We are excited to announce that after numerous months of prayer, member feedback, and research, St. Paul’s Lutheran Church is moving forward with the Our History, Our Faith, Our Future Capital Campaign! The campaign’s purpose is to fund much needed updates and repairs to our building. 

Our newly enlisted Campaign Committee chose the theme Our History, Our Faith, Our Future, to communicate gratitude for the generations whose faith and sacrifices built our facilities that we enjoy today, while affirming our faith in Jesus Christ that continues to guide our church. Our theme also looks ahead with hope, calling us to invest together in a future that strengthens our ministries and ensures the church’s mission continues for generations to come.

Capital Campaign Prayer
Loving God, your works are shown through the dedication and hard work of many.
Be with us now as we conduct this capital campaign to meet the needs of our church 
for future generations. May our church gather, grow and serve.
The time is here; the need is now; the future is in our hands.  In Jesus’ name. Amen.
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Why are we conducting a Capital Campaign?
The Our History, Our Faith, Our Future Capital Campaign’s purpose is to fund building repairs

and updates. This is a special effort as these projects cannot be funded through our annual
operating budget.

What is the Capital Campaign goal?

St. Paul's has set a goal of raising $400,000 over three years, above and beyond what we raise
for our annual operating budget. Reaching this goal will enable St. Paul's to complete most of
the projects within our vision. With increasing material costs and inflation, we hope to exceed
this goal in order to complete all projects as soon as possible.

How were these projects/needs identified?
An assessment was completed by a building restoration company to determine various areas of
the church that need to be repaired and restored. Below are the primary projects identified:

* All sealants on building exterior will be replaced.

* Spot tuck-pointing as needed will be done across the entire exterior in both brick and stone.

This is the process of fixing the mortar (cement) between bricks and stones.

e Loose or broken stones and bricks will be reset or replaced.

e Lintels that support windows are rusting or damaged and will be fixed or replaced.

e Adding safety rails at building entrances.

e Replacing the main entrance concrete steps.

e A section of wall underground will be sealed to stop water from leaking in.

Does our congregation support moving forward with a capital campaign?

An outside firm recently conducted a feasibility study. The process invited members to share
their feedback on our proposed vision for building updates and repairs. Results from interviews
and surveys indicated that 82% of those who responded said “yes” or “would consider” making a
financial commitment, indicating broad support.

When does the Capital Campaign begin and how long will it last?

A congregation-wide education process is underway and will continue throughout the next few
months. The current plan is to distribute and collect pledges in May. Everyone will be asked to
consider a three-year pledge. A multi-year pledge is encouraged so that households can make
larger commitments than what may be possible with a one-time contribution.

When will work begin on the building projects?

This depends on how much St. Paul’s is able to raise and the timeliness with which pledges
are collected. We hope to begin as soon as possible and will keep members updated on
progress throughout the three-year campaign.

o How often will we receive updates on progress?
Campaign leadership will be providing regular updates throughout this effort that will include
financial progress and project milestones. This will be done through worship announcements
and other regular church communications.
