When Jesus taught his disciples to pray, he told them to say to the Father, “your kingdom
come, your will be done, on earth as in heaven” (Matthew 6:10). Jesus prays that God'’s
will may be done here on earth just as it already is in heaven. Jesus has lived out this
prayer his entire life and has taught his disciples to do the same, but it is now—facing
suffering, torture, and death—that he faces his real test. Even though he had told his
disciples this day would come, even though he had told them that they must all carry
their crosses, even though he knew that it was for exactly this purpose he had come,
three times Jesus asks the Father to let him avoid it. But each time, he concedes that
the Father’s will should be done, not his own. It is with this resolve that Jesus makes
the ultimate sacrifice. Centuries earlier, Isaiah had shown a similar resolve, speaking out
on God'’s behalf despite the abuse he received. As Jesus’ disciples, we are called to do
the same, to pray that God’s will be done and to accept it as best as we can discern it.
When we pray the Lord’s Prayer, as Jesus himself did, we commit to doing God’s will,

whatever the consequences.

When have you found it most difficult to truly mean, “thy will be done"?

GROW AS A DISCIPLE | PRAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE

Pay attention to the prominence of Scripture in today’s Mass.
At Masses where there’s a Procession or the Solemn Entrance,
we’ll hear the Gospel reading proclaiming Jesus’ triumphal
entry into Jerusalem. During our regular Liturgy of the Word,
we’ll also read through the lengthy account of Christ’s passion
(this year, from the Gospel of Matthew). Following the reading
of the passion a brief homily may be given, but there may also
be a period of silence rather than a homily. In so many ways,

it seems that beginning with Palm Sunday (and all throughout
Holy Week), the Church is inviting us to feast on God’s Word
in a deeper way than perhaps at any other time in the liturgical
year. As disciples, our whole Christian life must be nourished
not only by the sacraments, but by the Word of God. As Lent
comes to a close, we can think back to our Gospel of the First
Sunday of Lent, where Jesus tells us that “One does not live
on bread alone, but on every word that comes forth from the
mouth of God.” (Mt 4:4) The events we hear about during this
time are the climactic moments in the unfolding plan of our
salvation. By reading the Gospel accounts, we’re invited to
participate in them through this liturgy which makes them
present to us, here and now.

GO EVANGELIZE

PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

Paul’s Letter to the Philippians speaks of Jesus’ self-emptying love.
Although he was God, Jesus took on our humanity and offered his
life in humble obedience to the Father, accepting, willfully, even
death on a cross. When we consider our efforts to lead others to
know the Lord, we’re invited to adopt his own way of reaching out
to humanity. Do we enter into the lived experience of those we
seek to evangelize? In what ways do we empty (humble) ourselves
in order to draw near to them? Are we willing to set aside our
plans, our agenda, our way of doing things, and willingly accept
God’s way of doing things? Following the example of our Lord, our
own efforts at evangelization should be marked by humility and
self-emptying love.

STUDY

One of the best ways we can participate in the celebration

of these sacred days is to spend time reading the Scriptures
for each day of Holy Week. Read the text, then sit in silence,
allowing the words to wash over you. What moments or lines
stand out to you? As you re-read the Gospel of Christ’s passion,
read the words knowing that Jesus has done all of this for you.

Lectio Divina for Holy Week

We begin our prayer:
In the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the
Holy Spirit. Amen.

O God, who willed your Son to submit for our sake

to the yoke of the Cross,

so that you might drive from us the power of the
enemy,

grant us, your servants, to attain the grace of the
resurrection.

Through our Lord Jesus Christ, your Son,

who lives and reigns with you in the unity of the
Holy Spirit,

God, for ever and ever.

(Collect, Wednesday of Holy Week)

Reading (Lectio)
Read the following Scripture two or three times.
Matthew 26:36-46

Then Jesus came with [the disciples] to a place
called Gethsemane, and he said to his disciples, "Sit
here while I go over there and pray." He took along
Peter and the two sons of Zebedee, and began to
feel sorrow and distress. Then he said to them, "My
soul is sorrowful even to death. Remain here and
keep watch with me." He advanced a little and fell
prostrate in prayer, saying,

"My Father, if it is possible, let this cup pass from
me; yet, not as [ will, but as you will." When he
returned to his disciples he found them asleep. He
said to Peter, "So you could not keep watch with me
for one hour? Watch and pray that you may not
undergo the test. The spirit is willing, but the flesh
is weak." Withdrawing a second time, he prayed
again, "My Father, if it is not possible that this cup
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pass without my drinking it, your will be done!"
Then he returned once more and found them asleep,
for they could not keep their eyes open. He left
them and withdrew again and prayed a third time,
saying the same thing again. Then he returned to his
disciples and said to them, "Are you still sleeping
and taking your rest? Behold, the hour is at hand
when the Son of Man is to be handed over to

sinners. Get up, let us go. Look, my betrayer is at
hand."

Meditation (Meditatio)

After the reading, take some time to reflect in
silence on one or more of the following questions:
e What word or words in this passage caught
your attention?
e What in this passage comforted you?
e What in this passage challenged you?
If practicing lectio divina as a family or in a group,
after the reflection time, invite the participants to
share their responses.

Prayer (Oratio)

Read the Scripture passage one more time. Bring to
the Lord the praise, petition, or thanksgiving that
the Word inspires in you.

Reading (Lectio)
Read the following Scripture two or three times.
John 18:33—19:6

So Pilate went back into the praetorium and
summoned Jesus and said to him, “Are you the
King of the Jews?” Jesus answered, “Do you say
this on your own or have others told you about
me?” Pilate answered, “I am not a Jew, am I? Your
own nation and the chief priests handed you over to
me. What have you done?” Jesus answered, “My
kingdom does not belong to this world. If my
kingdom did belong to this world, my attendants
would be fighting to keep me from being handed
over to the Jews. But as it is, my kingdom is not
here.” So Pilate said to him, “Then you are a king?”
Jesus answered, “You say I am a king. For this I
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was born and for this I came into the world, to
testify to the truth. Everyone who belongs to the
truth listens to my voice.” Pilate said to him, “What
is truth?”

When he had said this, he again went out to the
Jews and said to them, “I find no guilt in him.

But you have a custom that I release one prisoner to
you at Passover. Do you want me to release to you
the King of the Jews?” They cried out again, “Not
this one but Barabbas!” Now Barabbas was a
revolutionary.

Then Pilate took Jesus and had him scourged. And
the soldiers wove a crown out of thorns and placed
it on his head, and clothed him in a purple cloak,
and they came to him and said, “Hail, King of the
Jews!” And they struck him repeatedly. Once more
Pilate went out and said to them,

“Look, I am bringing him out to you, so that you
may know that I find no guilt in him.” So Jesus
came out, wearing the crown of thorns and the
purple cloak. And he said to them, “Behold, the
man!” When the chief priests and the guards saw
him they cried out, “Crucify him, crucify him!”

Meditation (Meditatio)

After the reading, take some time to reflect in
silence on one or more of the following questions:
e What word or words in this passage caught
your attention?
e What in this passage comforted you?
e What in this passage challenged you?
If practicing lectio divina as a family or in a group,
after the reflection time, invite the participants to
share their responses.

Prayer (Oratio)

Read the Scripture passage one more time. Bring to
the Lord the praise, petition, or thanksgiving that
the Word inspires in you.

Contemplation (Contemplatio)
Read the Scripture again, followed by this
reflection:

What conversion of mind, heart, and life is the Lord
asking of me?

Do you say this on your own or have others told you
about me? Who has shared their faith in Christ with
me? With whom have I shared my faith?

For this I was born and for this I came into the
world, to testify to the truth. When have I been
challenged to speak the truth in love? When have I
failed to stand up for the truth?

Jesus came out, wearing the crown of thorns and
the purple cloak. And he said to them, “Behold, the
man!” How can I learn to behold Jesus’ presence in
my suffering brothers and sisters? How can I unite
myself with their suffering?

After a period of silent reflection and/or discussion,
all recite the Lord’s Prayer and the following:

Closing Prayer

In you, O LORD, I take refuge;
let me never be put to shame.
In your justice rescue me.

Into your hands I commend my spirit;
you will redeem me, O LORD, O faithful God.

For all my foes I am an object of reproach,
a laughingstock to my neighbors, and a
dread to my friends;
they who see me abroad flee from me.
[ am forgotten like the unremembered dead;
I am like a dish that is broken.

But my trust is in you, O LORD;
I say, “You are my God.

In your hands is my destiny; rescue me
from the clutches of my enemies and
my persecutors.”

Let your face shine upon your servant;

Mercy

In the classic allegory Pilgrim’s Progress, we meet a
man named Christian, carrying a heavy burden on
his back. He doesn't fully understand it at first, but
uu ARE he knows it's weighing him down. No matter where
he goes, the burden follows. It's the weight of his

F sin—his guilt, his past, his shame.
UR lVEN Christian begins a journey to find relief. He climbs

hills, faces enemies, resists temptation—but the
burden remains. Until he reaches a hill with a cross on top.

And that's when everything changes. As Christian approaches the cross, the
straps of the burden suddenly snap. The weight tumbles off his back, rolls
down the hill... and disappears into an empty tomb.

He stands there, stunned. Lighter. Free. Bunyan writes, “Then was Christian
glad and lightsome... and he gave three leaps for joy, and went on singing.”

We try to carry our sin by ourselves—through effort, religion, morality. But
we were never meant to. Forgiveness doesn’t come from climbing the hill. It
comes from looking to the cross. Isaiah 53:6 says, “The Lord has laid on Him
the iniquity of us all.” The burden that was ours fell on Christ. And when we
come to Him in faith and meet Him in confession, we don't have to carry it
anymore. Forgiveness isn't gradual. It's total. One moment we're weighed
down. The next—we're free.

She replied immediately, “Young man, when Jesus Christ rode into Jerusalem on
Palm Sunday on the back of a donkey, and everyone was waving palm branches
and throwing garments in the road and singing praises, do you think that for one

moment it ever entered the head of that donkey that any of that was for him?”

She continued, “If I can be the donkey on which Jesus Christ rides in his glory, 1

give him all the praise and all the honor.”

CATHOLIC QUIZ 29 march 2026

This week's Question: “What is ‘Bright Week"?"

The answer to last week's Question: “What is Judas’ greeting countered?”

There is an ancient tradition in the Eastern Rites of the Church - mostly in Syria, Irag
and Iran - in which they omit the customary greeting Shlama (“Peace be with you”
from the Hebrew ‘shalom aleichem’ greeting) on Good Friday and Holy Saturday
because that is how Judas Iscariot greeted JESUS when he betrayed Him. Instead, for
these two holy days they substitute the salutation, “The light of God be with your
departed ones’ - thus ‘countering’ the greeting of Judas in the Garden of
Gethsemane.

The kissing of the Cross on Good Friday can also be seen as ‘countering’ Judas’ kiss
of betrayal.
