Track & Field(co-ed) Instructors: David Cain and NE AL Area Middle & High School Coaches

David Cain is now in his 24th season as head coach of the UAH men's and women's cross country and track and field programs, 
assuming his role back in 1998. During Cain's tenure in Huntsville, he has established UAH as one of the premier cross country 
programs in Division II, and one of the most respectable track and field programs in the region. Cain, having built the track and field 
program from the ground up, led the men's and women's track and field programs to their back-to-back Peach Belt Conference titles in 
2013 and 2014 prior to competing in the GSC in spring 2017. Since joining the GSC, Cain has guided the men's squad to back-to-
back championships while accumulating a total of 10 All-Americans over the past two seasons. A native of Huntsville, Cain graduated 
from Grissom High School where he lettered in track and cross country. His senior season he was named All-City and All-State in both 
sports, and finished second in the state in the two mile race.  Coach Cain was inducted into the Madison County Hall of Fame in 2023.

⏰  Check-In 
Check-in each morning will be at Bob Jones High School.  Parents are not required to come in with your child.  8:00AM is the earliest a camper 
can be dropped off. 

🚙  Pick-Up & Check-Out  
The car pick-up sign is included for you to visibly place in the front window of your vehicle as you pick-up your child in the specified carline. The car sign or 
picture ID is mandatory for camper pick-up.  Allow a 10 minute-buffer when you arrive to check your child out as it takes time to get them from their huddle. 
All early check-outs must be before 2:30PM. If you arrive after 2:30PM, we will direct you to the carline for pick-up.

Baseball (Boys)  Instructors: Will Noles and NE AL area middle & high school coaches

Will Noles is a Junior member of the University of Alabama Huntsville baseball team.  He graduated from Westbrook Christian, where 
he helped lead his team to a State Championship.  During his senior season, he was named second team CB High School All-State, 
First Team All-County and State Championship Tournament MVP.  During his first year of college he was named GCS freshman of the 
week once.  Will appeared in 32 games and started 26 times, batted .296 with four doubles and one home run, scored 21 runs, drove 
in 11 and had 13 walks to own a .410 on-base percentage.  He plays the position of catcher/infielder.  Will also serves on the UAH 
FCA Leadership Team; and. he has served as an FCA Summer Staff Intern for two years. 

Limited to the first 50 male campers registered. Basketball(Co-ED)  Instructors: Tommy Murr and NE AL area middle & high school coaches

A legend in the state of Alabama, Murr attended Lindsay Lane Christian Academy  (Athens, AL) where he was coached by his father - 
Steve Murr.  Murr ended his career as the Alabama High School Athletic Association’s all-time leading scorer with 5,716 points.  He 
signed a scholarship with Lipscomb University and transferred to the University of Alabama, Huntsville last year.  He is now a Senior 
and plays guard.

Coach Erica Ball is a special education teacher and is currently in her eighteenth year at Cullman High School. She coached for nine 
years as the Varsity and Competition Cheer Coach at Cullman High School. Coach Ball was very blessed to watch her team win their 
tenth AHSAA State Championship title during December 2018, their 3rd consecutive state title.

Connect Kitchen serves a weekly soup kitchen, and they also have a 
tutoring ministry. Coach Wall’s day job is with a pharmaceutical company. He has lived in the Marshall County area for over 9 years.

Coach Wyman attended Carlmont High School  in Belmont, CA, the College of San Mateo in San Mateo, CA before transferring to 
Kentucky State University (an HBCU).  Coach Wyman was drafted in the 6th round (206th overall) of the 1996 NFL Draft by the New 
England Patriots.  Prior to the 1999 NFL season the defensive tackle signed with the Minnesota Vikings and was allocated to NFL 
Europe to play for the Barcelona Dragons.  Wyman signed with the Kansas City Chiefs in 2002, but did not play that season and left 
the team.   On March 30, 2015 he was named head coach for the Texas Revolution of the Champions Indoor Football League.  Devin 
Wyman has served with FCA sport camps for over a decade.

Golf (co-ed)         Instructors: Jimmy Taylor and NE AL area middle & high school coaches

Jimmy Taylor grew up in Huntsville and is co-owner and a golf instructor at the Madison Golf Center. Jimmy completed the PGA 
Professional Golf Management Program and is now a certified PGA Class A Professional. He played for the Huntsville High golf team 
(1986-1989), and then went on to Birmingham Southern to earn his degree. After college he went on to work at Intergraph before 
deciding to make golf his career. After leaving Intergraph, Jimmy passed the PGA player ability test and became an instructor at the 
Madison Golf Center in 2005. Since joining the Madison Golf Center he has completed the PGA program, and has established himself 
as a fantastic golf instructor. He currently teaches several of the local high school players and has tremendous success getting the 
younger players active in golf.
