
The Mother Of The Lord Jesus Christ 

Isaiah 7:14  Therefore; The Lord Himself will give you a sign: The virgin 
will be with child and will give birth to a son and will call Him Immanuel. 
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God Planned Salvation Through Motherhood  

Genesis 3:15   …I will put enmity between thee (the serpent) and the woman and 
between thy seed (those who follow Satan) and her seed (those who hold to God and 
Christ); He (The Savior) shall bruise thy head and thou shalt bruise His heel.  

Since The Birth of The First Child-Women Who Love God Anticipated God’s 
Promise  

Genesis 4:1  Adam knew Eve his wife and she conceived and bore Cain and said, “I 
have gotten a manchild from the LORD!”  

Spiritually Sensitive Children Are From The Lord 

Genesis 4:25-26  Adam knew his wife again and she bare a son and called him Seth: 
“For God,” said she, “hath appointed me another seed instead of Abel, whom Cain 
slew.” To Seth was born a son and he called him Enos: then began men to call upon 
the name of the LORD.  

God’s Timing In The Plan of Redemption (And Everything) Is Perfect 

Galatians 4:4-5   When the fullness of the time had come, God sent forth His Son, 
made of a woman, made under the law, To redeem them that were under the law, that 
we might receive the adoption of sons.  

Redemption Came When The Royal Line of Promise Was In a State of Total 
Humility 

Isaiah 11:1-2    A shoot will come up from the stump of Jesse; from his roots a Branch 
will bear fruit. The Spirit of the LORD will rest on Him-- the Spirit of wisdom and of 
understanding, the Spirit of counsel and of power, the Spirit of knowledge and of the 
fear of the LORD— 

Joseph and Mary Were Both of David’s Royal Line 

Luke 1:26-27   …the angel Gabriel was sent from God to a city of Galilee, named 
Nazareth, to a virgin espoused to a man whose name was Joseph, of the house of 
David; the virgin's name was Mary. (Isn’t this the carpenter’s son?) 

The Plan of God’s Redemption Requires His People To Face All That Life Has; 
 Even Death  

Luke 2:34-35    Simeon (a Jewish prophet) blessed them, and said unto Mary His 
mother, Behold, this Child is set for the fall and rising again of many in Israel and for a 

sign which shall be spoken against; Yea, a sword shall pierce through thy own soul 
also, that the thoughts of many hearts may be revealed.  

Personal Communion With The Lord Brings You Into His Family 

Mark 3:20-21    Jesus entered a house, again a crowd gathered, so that He and His 
disciples were not even able to eat.  When His family heard about this, they went to 
take charge of Him, for they said, "He is out of His mind!"  

Mark 3:31-35  Jesus' mother and brothers arrived- Standing outside, they sent 
someone in to call Him. A crowd was sitting around Him and they told Him, "Your 
mother and brothers are outside looking for You."  "Who are My mother and My 
brothers?" He asked.  He looked at those seated in a circle around Him and said, "Here 
are My mother and My brothers! Whoever does God's will is My brother and sister and 
mother!"  

Families Tend To Divide Over The Lordship of Jesus Christ; Even The Family of 
Jesus! 

John 7:2-5   When the Jewish Feast of Tabernacles was near, Jesus' brothers said to 
Him, "You ought to leave here and go to Judea; so that Your disciples may see the 
miracles You do. No one who wants to become a public figure act in secret. Since You 
are doing these things, show Yourself to the world!"  For even His own brothers did not 
believe in Him.  

When The Lord Did What Was Needed For Our Sin We See The Mother of Jesus 
At The Foot of His Cross 

John 19:25  Near the cross of Jesus stood His mother, His mother's sister, Mary the 
wife of Clopas and Mary Magdalene.  

A Mother’s Devotion To The Lord Will Influence The Whole Family 

Acts 1:13-14    …they went up to 
the upper room where they were 
staying; Those present were 
Peter, John, James and 
Andrew; Philip and Thomas, 
Bartholomew and Matthew; 
James, son of Alphaeus and 
Simon the Zealot and Jude the 
son of James. They all joined 
together constantly in prayer, 
along with the women and Mary 
the mother of Jesus and with his 
brothers.
