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Staff Supervision and Playtime Rules

Morning break starts at 10.30am or 10.40am and all children are dismissed from their classrooms by their class teacher.  Snacks are eaten in the classroom before play.

The teaching staff will do duty on a rota basis during morning playtime. EYFS have separate arrangements – see the section below.  Lunchtime play is supervised by Lunchtime Supervisors and members of staff are on duty in the dining hall (in addition to catering staff).
Playtime is also an opportunity to visit the lavatory, especially so that older children do not have to interrupt lessons unnecessarily.
Children need time and space to exercise and play happily and securely with their friends, it is the duty of a member of staff to ensure that this is possible;
· to help the children build friendships 

· to aid the injured

· to listen to both sides in a dispute and help the children to come to an amicable solution 

· to be aware of possible dangers and try to prevent accidents

· to encourage good language, sharing, friendship and consideration for others

· to uphold the School’s rules and principles of behaviour. 

· At the end of each break the bell is rung once for all children to stand still, and you ring it a second time for children to walk quietly to their lines. 

· Staff will ensure pupils are quiet before walking into the building.

· All staff encourage that sensible and quiet behaviour is maintained on the stairs and in the corridors.

· Children kept in to complete work should be supervised by their class teacher.

Pupil safety

· Children should be supervised during playtimes and especially when using climbing apparatus.

· No child should climb walls or fences.

· Children need permission from the duty teacher to enter the building during playtime. 

· Children should not talk to strangers through the fence. If a child is spoken to by a member of the public, the member of staff on duty must investigate immediately.

· Children are not permitted outside the grounds during playtime.
· No weapon-like toys are allowed in the playground.

· Leap frog and any other form of lifting or carrying each other are discouraged to avoid muscle strain or injury.
Playtime games
· Top Trump cards etc. are allowed 

· Swapping cards/toys is not permitted at school 

· Skipping ropes are allowed for skipping games only.
· A selection of toys is available for use at playtime.  Prep 6 are responsible for taking these out and putting them away.

· Children may not play with sticks they find in the playground.

Weather protection

· Suitable clothing for the weather conditions should be worn. 
· All coats and jumpers removed during play should be returned collected and taken back into the building at the end of playtime.
· In cold weather tracksuits, scarves, hats and gloves can also be worn for break times.
· Sunny weather – children are encouraged to wear sun hats and sun cream. Lower School – it is advisable that sun cream should be administered by the parents before school.
· Water fountains are situated in the downstairs cloakrooms.
Wet playtimes 

If the weather is too wet to go outside:

· Lower School classes can play in the Hall, if the Hall is not free they will remain in their own rooms or join with another class.

· Upper School classes usually remain in their own rooms. 

· If necessary teaching assistants will help with the supervision and take their break during the following lesson.

· Classrooms are equipped with games, paper, books, computers games etc. for use during wet breaks. Children are not allowed on the internet without adult supervision.

· Children are not permitted to run in the classrooms, corridors or cloakrooms during wet breaks.

· Teachers should consider possible safety risks of equipment, art, etc. displayed in their rooms. 

· Indoor playtime will be necessary in wet or icy weather.

Accidents / Incidents

· The walking wounded can be treated outside by one of the staff on duty.
· When a more serious injury occurs the administrative staff should be enlisted for help.
· For more serious injuries summon help or send another child in to fetch assistance. If in doubt do not move a child but seek advice from staff with First Aid training. 
· Injuries will be recorded in the Accident Book and notification will be signed by the class teacher and sent to the parents. Head injuries are recorded, a note sent home and wristbands issued to children.
· Incidents of unacceptable behaviour – if it is not possible to resolve the situation with a quiet word or time-out then pupils can be sent to sit in the foyer or sent to another member of staff or the Head Teacher.
EARLY YEARS FOUNDATION STAGE

Ages 2 – 3

There are a minimum of two members of staff with children throughout the school day including lunch and playtimes.  We operate a ratio of 1:8 for 3 year olds and 1:4 for two year olds. The number of adults will therefore vary depending on the number of children present. 

Ages 3 – 4

There are a minimum of two members of staff but for the most part three members of staff with the children throughout the school day including lunch and playtimes.  The adults are supported by volunteers and City College students.  We operate a ratio of 1:8 in this age group. Our Nursery school has its own outside play area with direct access to the classroom which aids supervision and free flow activities.

EYFS
EYFS children are supervised by members of staff and all groups have access to their own outside space adjacent to their classroom/nursery.
