WE LOVE AZALEAS!!
     To get the most vibrant blooms and maintain the health of your
azaleas, timing is everything. Because they set their flower buds for
the following year shortly after they finish blooming, pruning at the
wrong time can accidentally "cut off" next spring's show. Encores
need more fertilizer to support multiple blooming periods.
