Bedding  Ministry . . .  
We accept new or gently used bedding and 

towels.  Volunteers sort, launder, label, and  

stock donations.  They put together orders 

for bedding upon request from Love I.N.C. , 

Fowlerville Family Impact Center, and other 

charitable organizations.

In addition to the 

fixings intended for the holiday meal, we 

include additional food (i.e.: pasta and 

sauce, extra non-perishable food items,  

cereal, desert treats, and fresh fruit) and an 

’Inspirational Packet’ pertinent to the     

holiday being celebrated.  This ministry 

works in conjunction with our Food Pantry. 

Food Pantry. . .  
The food pantry supports the Fowlerville 

Family Impact Center.  This ministry    

organizes two annual ‘Shop & Share’ food 

drives.  Volunteers stock our pantry’s 

shelves and transport food to the FFIC. 

Funera l  Luncheons. . .  
Volunteers are organized into teams to 

host post-funeral meals for bereaved  

family and friends.  The meal is hosted in 

our LPC.  Teams work together to set-up, 

cook, serve, and clean-up.  Or you can 

volunteer to bring a dish for the meal, 

such as a salad or dessert.
