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The Peterborough Cycling Club (PCC) is dedicated to ensuring a safe and posi�ve environment by making
individuals aware that there is an expecta�on, at all �mes, of appropriate behavior consistent with the PCC’s core
values. The PCC supports equal opportunity, prohibits discriminatory prac�ces, and is commi�ed to providing an
environment in which all individuals are treated with respect and fairness. This Code will support and enhance
the reputa�on of the Club and, more importantly, will assist in making the roads and trails a safer place for all
users.

This policy applies to all of our members and persons ac�ng on behalf of the PCC, including officials and other
support personnel assis�ng or conduc�ng PCC Events.

RESPONSIBILITIES

This code of conduct applies to social events, rides and races led by the Club or including club par�cipa�on, club
social media spaces, interac�ons between club members, and any other situa�on in which a rider is wearing the
Club kit or represen�ng the Club. Members are expected to:

• Be aware of and maintain uncompromising adhesion to the Highway Traffic Act (HTA), the Club’s guidelines,
Bylaws and policies;

• Respect and adhere to the direc�ons of the Ride Leaders;

• Act with honesty and integrity and conduct themselves in best interest of the PCC;

• Be a posi�ve example to other riders and a good ambassador of cycling;

• Consider the safety and comfort of other riders, as well as other users of the trail or road;

• Behave responsibly, courteously and safely in the presence of all other road users;

• Treat others respec�ully and kindly and always display good sportsmanship;

• Do not pollute, urinate, or otherwise make a mess of public or private property.  Carry your garbage home,
use proper facili�es, and if absolutely necessary to relieve yourself on the road, do it discreetly.

• Ensure that all interac�ons with other members are consensual and avoid unwelcome a�en�on;

• Respect the boundaries of other riders, be it physical, social, sexual, etc.;

• No�fy the Club leadership in the event that another member is making a rider feel uncomfortable;

• Show respect to all people regardless of gender, sexual orienta�on, colour, race, or creed

• Refrain from use of alcohol and other intoxica�ng substances when par�cipa�ng in any PCC Club hosted
cycling event and compe��on
