Dear Friends in Christ,  

The next Corporal Work of Mercy to consider is 

“clothe the naked” which the Lord promises, in 

Matthew 25, that we would be doing for Him when we 

do it for the least of His brethren. This may seem like 

one that is less necessary in our day and age. Actually, 

this one is quite needed in our day.  

One thing that I have been doing recently is, when I 

have the opportunity to speak with a homeless person, 

is to ask them if they need clothes or if they have had 

the opportunity to change their clothes. I regularly hear 

that they have had the same clothing on for quite some 

time – days and nights straight. Socks and other 

undergarments are a particular need of those who live 

on the streets.   

This can be a stark contrast for most of us who have the 

luxury of putting on clean clothes daily and having 

enough clothes where we may not need to wear the 

same piece of clothing for weeks at a time. I welcome 

your reflection on this.  

I think that this work of mercy has much to do with our 

human dignity. When we put on nice clothes, we feel 

good about ourselves. This says something about our 

dignity. Of course, this can go too far and become a 

source of pride and even narcissism. For this reason, 

for centuries, religious have worn habits – simple garb 

that is worn daily to be in solidarity with those do not 

have such luxuries.    

Here are some suggestions for us to live out this work 

of mercy:  

 You can go through your closets and find garments 

to donate to the needy (ones that are in good condition 

of course).   

 St. Vincent and other organizations have may have 

clothing drives that we could be a part of. Or, when we 

buy for ourselves, we can pick up extras that can be 

donated.  

Consider if whether what we own is too much and 
perhaps pray about simplifying our wardrobe.

Creo que esta 

obra de misericordia tiene mucho que ver con 

nuestra dignidad humana. Cuando nos vestimos bien, 

nos sentimos bien con nosotros mismos. Esto dice 

algo sobre nuestra dignidad. Por supuesto, esto 

puede ir demasiado lejos y convertirse en una fuente 

de orgullo e incluso narcisismo. Por esta razón, 

durante siglos, los religiosos han usado hábitos: 

vestimentas sencillas que se usan a diario para ser 

solidarios con quienes no tienen esos lujos. 

Aquí hay algunas sugerencias para que vivamos esta 

obra de misericordia: 

Pueden revisar sus armarios y encontrar prendas para 

donar a los necesitados (que estén en buen estado, 

por supuesto). 

San Vicente y otras organizaciones pueden tener 

campañas de recolección de ropa en las que 

podríamos participar. O, cuando compramos para 

nosotros mismos, podemos recoger prendas 

adicionales que puedan donarse. 

Consideren si lo que tenemos es demasiado y quizás 

oren para simplificar nuestro guardarropa.
