Dear Friends in Christ,

We have begun Holy Week. Together we walk with the Lord
in His Passion beginning with his entry into Jerusalem, the
Last Supper, His agony in the garden, His betrayal,
imprisonment, scourging, crowning with thorns, reception of
mockery, carrying of the Cross, suffering, death and being
laid to rest. Of course, this culminates in the celebration of
victory over sin and death on Easter.

I wish to offer the following thoughts on these days:

On Holy Thursday, we remember the Lord's Last Supper, at
which He established the new and everlasting covenant with
those who would be his disciples. This beautiful liturgy
includes the washing of the feet of twelve, just as Jesus did.
This Mass is closely connected to the Chrism Mass at which
priests all over the world concelebrate with their bishops,
bless the holy oils and renew their priestly promises. This
connection is made because, at the Last Supper, Jesus not
only instituted the Mass (Eucharist) but also the ministerial
priesthood. It is a tradition of the Church to have the Lord’s
true presence reserved at an altar of repose after the Mass of
the Lord’s Supper until midnight. For us, this will be in
Parish Hall. It affords us an opportunity to respond the Lord
who says “could you not watch with me one hour?”

On Good Friday, the day of the crucifixion and death of our
Lord, we have the veneration of the Cross in the afternoon in
commemoration of His death. We go forward and kiss the
Cross in order to show honor and respect for Christ's sacrifice
for our sake. There is no consecration of the Eucharist on this
day, and the Communion we receive will be from the night
before. | especially encourage prayer and/or silence during
the hours 12-3pm in commemoration of the Lords suffering
and death.

Holy Saturday is a vigil. We keep watch for the expectant
rising of Our Savior. This was the day He went down into the
netherworld in order to bring back up with Him into heaven
those who had died before His coming. By paying the price
for our sins on the Cross, He gained for us our eternal
salvation, and heaven was open once more. Also on this
night, those who have been spending months of preparation
will be received through Baptism and Confirmation into the
Catholic Church for the first time. It is a joyous occasion.

My encouragement this Holy Week is to spend it more
contemplatively. This would require a decrease in noise and
busyness and an attention to God in moments of silence and
in the Word. The Lord will take care of the rest

Queridos amigos en Cristo:

Hemos comenzado la Semana Santa. Juntos caminamos con
el Sefior en su Pasion, comenzando con su entrada en
Jerusalén, la Ultima Cena, su agonia en el huerto, su traicion,
encarcelamiento, flagelacion, coronacion de espinas, las
burlas recibidas, el cargar con la Cruz, su sufrimiento, muerte
y su sepultura. Por supuesto, todo esto culmina en la
celebracion de la victoria sobre el pecado y la muerte en la
Pascua.

Deseo ofrecer las siguientes reflexiones sobre estos dias:

El Jueves Santo recordamos la Ultima Cena del Sefior, en la
cual El estableci6 la nueva y eterna alianza con aquellos que
serian sus discipulos. Esta hermosa liturgia incluye el
lavatorio de los pies a doce personas, tal como lo hizo Jesus.
Esta Misa esta estrechamente vinculada a la Misa Crismal, en
la cual los sacerdotes de todo el mundo concelebran con sus
obispos, bendicen los santos 6leos y renuevan sus promesas
sacerdotales. Esta conexion se establece porque, en la Ultima
Cena, Jesus no solo instituy6 la Misa (la Eucaristia), sino
también el sacerdocio ministerial. Es tradicion de la Iglesia
mantener la verdadera presencia del Sefior reservada en un
altar de reposo después de la Misa de la Cena del Sefior, hasta
la medianoche. Para nosotros, esto tendra lugar en el Salon
Parroquial. Nos brinda la oportunidad de responder al Sefior,
quien nos dice: «;No pudieron velar conmigo ni una hora?».
El Viernes Santo, dia de la crucifixiéon y muerte de nuestro
Sefior, celebramos por la tarde la veneracion de la Cruz en
conmemoracion de su muerte. Nos acercamos para besar la
Cruz, manifestando asi nuestro honor y respeto por el
sacrificio que Cristo realizé por nosotros. En este dia no hay
consagracion de la Eucaristia; la Comunioén que recibimos
proviene de la noche anterior. Animo especialmente a dedicar
tiempo a la oracion y/o al silencio entre las 12:00 p. m. y las
3:00 p. m., en conmemoracion del sufrimiento y la muerte del
Sefior.

El Sabado Santo es un dia de vigilia. Permanecemos en vela,
a la espera de la resurreccion de nuestro Salvador. Fue este el
dia en que El descendié a los infiernos para llevar consigo al
cielo a aquellos que habian fallecido antes de su venida. Al
pagar en la Cruz el precio por nuestros pecados, El nos
obtuvo la salvacion eterna, y el cielo se abrio una vez mas.
También en esta noche, aquellos que han dedicado meses a su
preparacion seran recibidos en la Iglesia Catolica —por
primera vez— mediante el Bautismo y la Confirmacion. Es
una ocasion de gran alegria.

Mi invitacidn para esta Semana Santa es a vivirla de una
manera mas contemplativa. Esto requiere reducir el ruido y la
agitacion, y centrar nuestra atencion en Dios durante los
momentos de silencio y en la Palabra. El Sefior se encargara
del resto.
