7. OLD BUSINESS
· Sarah Jansen, a Social worker from the Women’s Choice Center here to introduce the “Real Choices” program
· Women’s choice center is a prolife pregnancy clinic
· This is a Preventative, buildable program for 5th - 9th grades
· All SCCS schools except SPS and JFK are currently utilizing this program - AHS/Lourdes piloted it and have been participating for 6 years, ASCS for the past 2 years.  JFK has a social worker so they do their own thing.
· Biblically sound program not a biblically based program
· Curriculum does not use scripture - a representative from the Diocese sat in on it (Fr. Sia) and approved it.  They use CDC, Science, and Biology.  God and Science agree!
· Different topics for each grade level
· 5th - puberty
· 6th - self worth, making healthy decisions, developing positive relationships
· 7th - definition of sexual activity, delaying until marriage
· 8th - emotional, relational, pornography, boundaries, skills, role playing, future planning
· Pro life standard from Gov. Reynolds that teaches fetal development (supplement to the program) - 1 day presentation for 5th  - 9th grades (separate from original program).
· Parent letter for 5th grade (day 1 is coed (goal is empathy), day 2 is separated - hygiene kit); separate parent letter for 6-8 grades
· Parent meeting before they come - parents are shown exact slides that the kids will see 
· Program is 2 days a week for 3 weeks
· We can start out with just 1 grade, or do all grades at once - flexible
· They have a spot for us February to Spring break time frame if we want it
· 2 - 4 weeks maximum for program
· Parents are not allowed to sit in the classroom, but they are invited to a parent meeting the week before the program starts.
