* [The Israelites] journeyed from Rephidim, entered the wilderness of Sinai, and
camped in the wilderness; Israel camped there in front of the mountain.”

The mission of Jesus’ followers is to continue the mission of Jesus himself. Here, he instructs his first disciples
as to how they might proclaim the gospel through their words and deeds.

 Jesus went about all the cities and villages, teaching in their synagogues and proclaiming the good news of the
kingdom and curing every disease and every sickness. ** When he saw the crowds, he had compassion for them
because they were harassed and helpless, like sheep without a shepherd. *” Then he said to his disciples, “The
harvest is plentiful, but the laborers are few; * therefore ask the Lord of the harvest to send out laborers into his
harvest.”

““I am sending you out like sheep into the midst of wolves, so be wise as serpents and innocent as doves.
"Beware of them, for they will hand you over to councils and flog you in their synagogues, “ and you will be
dragged before governors and kings because of me, as a testimony to them and the gentiles. ' When they hand
you over, do not worry about how you are to speak or what you are to say, for what you are to say will be given
to you at that time, *" for it is not you who speak, but the Spirit of your Father speaking through you. *' Sibling
will betray sibling to death and a father his child, and children will rise against parents and have them put to
death, ” and you will be hated by all because of my name. But the one who endures to the end will be saved.
> When they persecute you in this town, flee to the next, for truly I tell you, you will not have finished going
through all the towns of Israel before the Son of Man comes.”
