Last week a great friend of mine, whose marriage I officiated at and whose four children I baptized, 
flew me to Spain to participate in the First Holy Communion Mass of two of his children.  A few years 
back he brought me to Spain to celebrate the First Holy Communion of his two older children.  On 
Thursday night (August 7—the day I arrived there) I excused myself from the dinner table at midnight 
to walk back to the hotel I was staying in.  This past August 7 happened to be the 43rd anniversary of 
the day that Father Guy and I professed our Solemn Vows as Carmelite Friars.  Solemn Profession is 
when we make our lifelong commitment to the Order.  As I was walking back to the hotel I passed 
through the Plaza Mayor of the village—the large fountain was gushing forth water, children were  
playing ball, folks were sitting in cafes laughing and sharing time together.  The façade of the ancient 
Church was illuminated and a full moon shone in the sky.  I had a profound sense of gratitude to God 
for His goodness to me.  I remembered the day of my Profession 43 years ago and marveled at the  
people I know and the experiences I have had as a Carmelite Friar.  A prayer of thanksgiving was said 
as I crossed the Plaza.  I couldn’t help but think of all the good things I have experienced over the 
course of these years.  A list of blessings took form in my heart and mind-- being here at Saint Jude 
Church and School was at the top of the list!  You will never know how grateful I am to God and to all 
of you.  Every morning when I pull into our campus I am aware of how truly blessed I am to be here 
with you.  Each morning I try to spend time in the adoration chapel—all of you are always included in 
my prayers.  Like Pope Francis, I ask a place in yours.  I am too aware of my limitations, my broken-
ness and my short comings.  I know I have many folks who keep me in their prayers—one day I will 
share a story about how Saint Therese told me she wasn’t going to prayer for me because I have a  
Carmelite nun in NY praying for me.  I guess Therese has too many people asking her intercession!  
Remembering people in prayer is one of the greatest acts of love we can perform.  Intercessory prayer  
is a gift. Let us never grow tired of praying for each other or ourselves.  I hope you have had the  
opportunity to visit the Adoration Chapel to pray before the Blessed Sacrament.  Please go onto our 
webpage and sign up to spend time in adoration.  We want to make sure that there is always someone 
praying before the Blessed Sacrament.  Feel free to contact the office if you wish someone to walk you 
through the sign up process.   
 
I hope you have marked your calendars and are coming to BINGO on September 6th!  We have many 
social events on the horizon—some are fun raisers and others are fund raisers.  They are all meant to 
bring us together and strengthen the bonds that unite us.  I am looking forward to all of them!
