I want to invite everyone to attend a special Mass on  
Tuesday, August 26.  That day is the Feast of Our Lady  
of Czestochowa—the image of Our Lady that is venerated 
in Jasna Gora, Poland and the icon that is unique because 
Mary bears wounds on Her cheek.  We will begin at 6:30pm 
with the presentation of written petitions to Our Lady  
followed by prayers for healing.  Mass will begin at 7pm 
and we are honored to have Msgr. Thomas Skindeleski as 
the Celebrant of our Mass.  Music will be provided by the 
HOPE prayer group music ministry.  We bring our wounds, 
our brokenness and our needs before our loving Mother  
who is venerated as Health of the Sick and whose own soul 
was pierced so the wounds and thoughts of many could find 
a place of refuge and understanding.  Please join us as we 
pray for our own healing, the healing of loved ones and the 
healing of our world from the ravages of war, injustice and 
sins against humanity.   
 
Being half Polish I grew up seeing the image of Our Lady  
of Czestochowa in my Church, school and most especially 
on my grandfather’s dresser where he would stand in silent 
prayer before the icon.  While at one time a symbol of  
national and family pride for me I eventually came to 
understand the deeper meaning of this image of Mary.  
I now understand this image to be a symbol of Mary’s  
holding our pains, injuries and broken dreams.  Most of us 
would run to our mom’s when we experienced a physical or emotional pain.  Mary, Mother of Kindness, calls  
us to come to Her with our needs.  Mary knew the pains of being misunderstood.  She experienced the anguish 
of discovering that Jesus was missing and had to search for Him for three days.  Most especially She knew the 
grief of seeing Jesus hang on the cross and having His dead body placed in Her lap.  She desires to walk with  
us in this “vale of tears” and She accompanies us in our trials, grief and difficulties.  Come on Tuesday, August 
26th, and let us pray for ourselves and each other as we seek the intercession of our tender and compassionate 
Mother. 
 
Now that school has begun and we are settling back into a post summer holiday routine I wish to remind you 
that we are about $86,000 short of our DSA goal.  I am very grateful to our parishioners who have made a gift to 
the DSA and I ask those who have not made their gift as of now to please consider doing so at this time.   
The DSA funds vital ministries and services in our Diocese.  Every Diocese in our country has some sort of  
appeal seeking the participation of Catholics to fund and support the works of mercy and charity that Christ  
expects of His people.  Here in our Diocese of Palm Beach we at Saint Jude have been asked to contribute 
$295,000. If every household contributed something we would certainly reach our goal.   
If you have not previously contributed can I ask you to consider a gift of $100? 
 
On September 6th one of our parishioners, Jose Capo, will be ordained a Permanent Deacon by Bishop  
Barbarito at the Cathedral of Saint Ignatius of Loyola.  We thank Jose for answering the call to ministry as a 
Permanent Deacon and look forward to his ministry here at Saint Jude.  We are already blessed by the ministry 
of Deacon Eddie Ortiz and now we look forward to Deacon Jose Capo’s service.  May God bless these two men 
and their ministry among us.
