JOHN 3:16
John 3:16 is arguably the best known verse in the Bible. It shows up on signs, cards, posters, billboards,
t-shirts and even at football games. It was a “question” on Jeopardy recently! The hashtag #john316 is
widely used on social media platforms like Facebook, Instagram, and TikTok to share the verse's message
of God's love.

During the 2009 BCS National Championship Game, Florida quarterback Tim Tebow inscribed "John 3:16" on his eye black.
The day of the game, nearly 94 million people Googled "John 3:16".

On January 8, 2012, exactly three years after the BCS National Championship Game, Tebow played his first NFL playoff game for
the Denver Broncos against the Pittsburgh Steelers. Tebow had a statistically improbable game that coincidentally matched the
verse's numbers:

He threw for 316 yards

His average yards per completion was 31.6 yards, an NFL postseason record

The Steelers had 31 minutes and 6 seconds of time of possession

The CBS broadcast ratings peaked at 31.6 percent.

The Steelers' quarterback threw an interception on 3rd-and-16

90 million people searched for "John 3:16" again, making it a trending topic. Tebow views these events not as coincidences but
as God's way of highlighting the verse's message of His love and the importance of belief in His Son for eternal life.

Sometimes, life works in ways we can't explain - small moments that remind us we're part of a bigger plan. My daughter is
attending Grad School at UF and a few weeks ago, when | was moving her in, we drove past the bronze statue of Tim Tebow
outside Ben Hill Griffin Stadium. The statue shows Tebow in a running pose and clearly features the verse John 3:16 on his eye
black as a realistic detail from his playing days. It made me smile.
