From time to time, when catechists are absent and substitutes are unavailable, | step in to teach. This
past Sunday, | had the privilege of leading the Special Sacraments class - students in grades 4 - 7 who are
preparing to receive the sacraments of Reconciliation and First Holy Communion. Whenever | find myself
in this role, | begin with a simple prayer: Lord, give me the words. What is it that You desire these young people
to hear? The answer led us to 5t. Faustina Kowalska and the message of Divine Mercy.

We began in the church, visiting the Divine Mercy stained glass window. As it turns out, these same students had seen
the image just a few weeks earlier during their church tour with Fr. John at the Family First Communion Retreat. A
picture of 5t. Faustina hangs nearby, which led to a discussion about her life and her role in the creation of the Divine
Mercy image.

From there, we went to Mt Carmel Hall and watched a short film about St. Faustina and her encounters with Jesus.
Afterward, we reflected together, and | asked the students a simple guestion: What would you do if you were just
hanging out in your room and Jesus appeared to you? A few responded honestly: “l would be freaked out!” One boy
said, “I'd try to record it on my phonel” Another quickly added, "Yeah, but you wouldn't be able to capture it - it's
Jesus!” | joked that things are a bit different now than in 5t. Faustina’s time - she didn't have a cellphone, so maybe they
could film it. That's when another student said, “Yeah, but people wouldn't believe it was real. They'd just think it was
Al

Those words stopped me in my tracks. People wouidn't believe it was real. This is the world our young pecple are
growing up in - a reality shaped by skepticism and uncertainty. Then another young man spoke up: “I'd be freaked out at
first, but once | knew it was Jesus, I'd be so happy. I'd ask Him everything - and then I'd go out and tell everyone!” Yes,
he gets it! People must know! That powerful line originates in "The Shepherd”, the pilot episode of the Chosen series,
where a disabled shepherd is healed, encounters the newborn Savior, and realizes the urgent need to share what he has
Seern.

I started by asking Jesus what words the young people needed to hear and he answered with the words that | needed,
“Go out and tell everyone!”
