Seeing as Christ sees... 

 

It’s a sad thing to say, but most people are blind, and this blindness extends even to our-
selves. Yes, our eyes can see the world around us. We can see other people and things. 
We can see ourselves in a mirror. But we are still blind, nevertheless. We are blind to 
the deeper reality in which we live. We are blind to the truth about many other people. 
And we are certainly blind to the whole truth about ourselves. In the Gospel, Jesus cures 
a man who was blind from his birth.  Most of the Pharisees hated Jesus. They refused to 
accept the miracle. They were blind to the greater reality of who Jesus was, the truths 
He taught, and the mission that God sent Him to complete. Looking at ourselves, our 
personal blindness is usually the result of our pride and insecurity. It takes real openness 
not to reject the truth of what others say to us. If a friend or loved one confronts us, we 
can grow angry, get defensive, or point out their faults. Saint Paul teaches us that we 
don’t have to remain in the darkness of our spiritual blindness. Our inherited darkness is 
due to Original Sin. However, our Baptism has brought us the Light of God. This is    
Jesus Christ who is the Light of the World. As we celebrate the Second Scrutiny this 

weekend may we earnestly seek to see as Christ sees! -- Fr. Tom

We are watching season 5 of The Chosen.

Our next gathering will be on Thursday evening  
at 7pm, March 19th in the Rectory. 

This is a monthly gathering to seek a more profound understanding of what it 
means to be a woman of God through quarterly presentations by local speakers 
and spiritual teachings from Pope St John Paul II and female Saints (while 
sharing food and fellowship with other women).   

It is hard to believe a young woman appealed to God for three 
things we usually think are things to be avoided at all costs. One 
of which was a sickness unto death while still young. She prayed 
to be allowed to experience all a body and soul experience in 
death (including attack by devils and administration of the last 
rites), but without actual death—so she might learn to live more 
mindful of God. 
Julian of Norwich lived during the same time as St. Catherine of 
Siena, though in her writings, she does not write of the Church’s 
turmoil. Her life is of a woman who has set herself apart for God 
and lives isolated in a cell. 
She believes last rites gives special sanctifying grace and  
strengthens a sick person bodily and spiritually at death. Her un-
usual prayer is answered. Julian indeed becomes deathly ill. Eve-
ryone despairs of her life. She also believes she is dying. The last 
rites are administered to her. 
Then a wonderful thing happens: Julian experiences what a  
future generation might describe as a near-death experience. At 
the crisis of her sickness, between four and nine one afternoon, 
she receives fifteen “showings,” or revelations. She reports heav-
en opens to her, she beholds Christ in his glory, and she sees the 
meaning and power of his sufferings. She also sees Mary, exalt-
ed and beloved. 
In her thirteenth showing, Julian receives a comforting answer to 
a question long troubling her: “In my folly, before this time I  
often wondered why, by the great foreseeing wisdom of God, the 
onset of sin was not prevented: for then, I thought, all should 
have been well. This thought was to be avoided, but nevertheless 
I mourned and sorrowed because of it, without reason and  
discretion. 
“But Jesus, who in this vision informed me of all that is needed 
by me, answered with these words and said: ‘It was necessary 
that there should be sin; but all shall be well, and all shall be 
well, and all manner of thing shall be well.” “These words were 
said most tenderly, showing no manner of blame to me nor to 
any who shall be saved.” 
The following night Julian will receive a final, sixteenth showing 
while she sleeps. In it, Satan and his hosts assail her, but God 
gives her grace, and she fixes her eyes on the crucified Christ 
and trusts that because of his suffering and victory over sin he 
can protect her, and he delivers her from the demonic jeers and  
mutterings.
