The Apostolic Exhortation

The Apostolic Exhortation Dilexi te “I have loved you”; (Rev 3:9),
focused on love for the poor, was signed by Pope Leo XIV on October
4, 2025, the feast of St. Francis of Assisi, and published on October 9.
“I am happy to make this document my own. . .and to issue it at the
beginning of my own pontificate, since I share the desire of my prede-
cessor that all Christians come to appreciate the close connection be-
tween Christ’s love and his summons to care for the poor. I too con-
sider it essential to insist on this path to holiness, for “in this call to
recognize him in the poor and the suffering, we see revealed the very
heart of Christ, his deepest feelings and choices, which every saint
seeks to imitate,” (DT 3)

In the Apostolic Exhortation Dilexi te, the Holy Father affirms: “I am
convinced the preferential choice for the poor is a source of extraordi-
nary renewal both for the Church and for society, if we can only set
ourselves free of our self-centeredness and open our ears to their
cry” (DT 7) “this ‘preference’ never indicates exclusivity or discrimi-
nation towards other groups, which would be impossible for God. It is
meant to emphasize God’s actions, which are moved by compassion
toward the poverty and weakness of all humanity. Wanting to inaugu-
rate a kingdom of justice, fraternity and solidarity, God has a special
place in his heart for those who are discriminated against and op-
pressed, and he asks us, his Church, to make a decisive and radical
choice in favor of the weakest” (DT 16).

Dilexi te also highlights the importance of being “a Church for the
poor” and emphasizes that “this is not a matter of mere human kind-
ness but a revelation” (DT 5). It is in this perspective that “we can un-
derstand the numerous pages of the Old Testament in which God is
presented as the friend and liberator of the poor... « God’s heart has a
special place for the poor [...] The entire history of our redemption is
marked by the presence of the poor »”(DT 17).

The Holy Father highlights that “no Christian can regard the poor
simply as a societal problem; they are part of our ‘family.” He recalls
the teaching on work of Saint John Paul II to reflect on “the active role
that the poor ought to play in the renewal of the Church and society. .
.not limiting itself to satisfying only the immediate needs of the
poor” (DT 87).

Furthermore, Dilexi te explains: “the poorest are not only objects of
our compassion, but teachers of the Gospel. It is not a question of
“bringing” God to them, but of encountering him among them” (DT
79) because “while it is true that the rich care for the poor, the oppo-
site is no less true. This is a remarkable fact confirmed by the entire
Christian tradition. Lives can actually be turned around by the realiza-
tion that the poor have much to teach us about the Gospel and its de-
mands” (DT 109).
