 Faithful Stewardship - A way of Life 

 

In today’s First Reading we hear of Amos the reluctant prophet. God sent him to the Kingdom 
of Israel. He didn’t want to go because he knew he would not be well-received. He was right! 
He warned about God’s wrath and their impending doom. The leaders and the wealthy were 
corrupt and dishonest. Outwardly they maintained their religious piety, but inwardly they cheat-
ed people and took advantage of the poor. They diminished weights, inflated the prices, exploit-
ed the poor, and they bought or sold them as slaves. However, God saw into their souls.  He 
knew that they worshiped money instead of Himself. He allowed their kingdom to be overrun 
and destroyed. In the Gospel, the steward was dishonest and cunning. He had enriched himself 
at his master’s expense. In the Second Reading Saint Paul urges us to pray for all the leaders, 
everywhere. Sadly, today, we have wars, poverty, and hunger because of self-serving leaders.  
Their wealth brings power – and their power brings wealth. We cannot serve two masters.  To 
attempt to do so is to be like those who are dishonest. We will fail completely with God as a 
result. To be an authentic Christian is to follow Jesus and His Gospel Way with every step we 
take. To be the honest steward we must realize that everything we have is a gift from God and 
that we’re called to give back generously from the gifts we have been given. Faithful steward-

ship is not a “program”. It is a way of life. A way to eternal life! – Fr. Tom
