KIRBY SELECTBOARD MEETING
October 6, 2025 6:00 pm

The Selectboard met at the Kirby Town Hall on October 6th, 2025. The meeting was called to order by Chairperson Keith Isham at 6:03 p.m.

Additions:  

Erin provided copies of the revised dog ordinance, reflecting changes in who is handling stray dogs and fees associated with boarding them. The new policy states that the Animal Control Officer hired by the Selectboard will now be responsible for setting fees, etc. The Selectmen signed the amendment.

Keith Isham stated that he believes there is enough left in the cemetery budget to pay MRM Landscape and Fencing to come put more markers in the cemetery for measuring out lots. He was quoted $450.00 to complete the work. Keith made the motion to hire MRM to complete the work. This was seconded by Jeff Hayes, so voted.

Keith Wooster asked Erin Patoine to deliver the message to the Selectboard that we are waiting on FEMA reimbursements, which when received, will bring the reimbursement total to 1.4 million. He is being told these deposits should be received in the next two weeks.

Marla Waring and Merle Thompson were in attendance to presents errors and omissions to the Selectboard. The Listers added a camp to Anthony Emmi’s property off Mud Hollow Rd, and also changed a property transfer between Betty Brown and David Eikenberry. The original transfer was done as the entire parcel, and should have excluded a portion. The Selectboard, Listers, and Town Clerk signed the errors and omissions, and they will be filed in the office with the grand list.

Keith Isham made the motion to approve the minutes of September 8th. Seconded by Jeff Hayes. So voted.

Road Report – Culvert on Ridge Road at Brook and Bennett is complete. John is working on grading/smoothing the area leading to the bridge. The Selectboard discussed the need to extend one culvert on the Brook road and add some material before winter plowing.

The Selectboard discussed a town resident offer on the 2008 truck. Charlebois offered $5000 trade in, which had changed from $7500 as they claimed to have no knowledge of motor issue. Caleb Temple offered the town $6000 for the truck. After discussion, the Selectboard accepted the offer, with the conditions that payment and removal of the truck be completed within 7 days, and that the Kirby name would be removed from the side of the truck before it left the yard. Keith Isham made the motion, seconded by Jeff Hayes. All in favor.

Town Clerk asked Mike Bickford to complete road access permit for Clode/Cassotis on Barnes Brook Road. He took with him to complete.

Selectmen reviewed bills and signed orders.

The next regular Selectboard meeting will be held Monday, November 10th at 6 pm, and December meeting will also be one week late, held on December 8, 2025 at 6 pm due to vacations.

A Motion to adjourn was made by Keith Isham, seconded by Jeffrey Hayes. So voted.
