KIRBY PLANNING BOARD MEETING MINUTES

May minutes were approved by Marty, seconded by Victor.

Mary Etter gave us a sheet with the Kirby School population figures for years 2008 through 2025. This will be helpful for the updating of the town report. The Northeast Kingdom Choice District was formed in 2017-2018; there was heavy marketing for school choice during that time.

Linda Gochie and Annie Patoine recently gave their resignations from the Planning Board effective immediately. We now have 2 positions open. Marty is planning to talk to the Select Board at their meeting on Monday, July 6 about possibly decreasing the Planning Board members from 7 to 5. He will follow up about a suggested stipend as well. When new members join, we will ask for a commitment of at least their official time (3 years) so that members are not constantly coming and going with very little training and knowledge about the Planning Board and what is expected of them. 

Tracy suggested inviting the Vermont Land Trust to present to town members about the preservation of land, especially farm land or people who own large acreage. There are ways to preserve land, while still offering potential income to owners. We will set that up in the future.

We continued our final read through of the Town Plan. In the July meeting, we will start with the transportation policies.
