Applicants should expect heavy
competition since the number of
interns is limited to each week
throughout the year. Interns
may apply for 1 to 4-week
periods, Monday through Friday
from 7:30 AM to 4:30 PM. The
maximum length of the intern
program is four weeks.

Accepted Non-Bahamian interns
pay a fee of $250 a week and
Bahamian interns may apply at
$7.50 per week.

Interns must provide their own
housing, food and
transportation. Our education
staff can assist you with
recommendations for local
accommodations during your
stay in Nassau. All applications
are considered on an individual
basis and dates of travel will be
taken into account.

All non-Bahamian interns under
the age of 17 are expected to
provide proof of housing with a

parent or legal guardian while
staying in Nassau during the
time of internship. Minimum
age: 16.

If associated with a school
project, the applicant must also
include the requirements of
your school program and/or the
goals of the internship.
Research projects are reviewed
and approved in advance by
committee review.

All applications are reviewed
individually and phone
interviews are required for final
applicants.
