A través del sacramento del Orden Sagrado, la obra de
los Apéstoles continda con los obispos como sus
sucesores.

La interpretacion auténtica del Depésito de la Fe se
lleva a cabo a través del Magisterio, u oficio de
ensefanza de la Iglesia.

Bajo [a guia del Espiritu Santo, este magisterio vivo es
ejercido por el Papa —sucesor de San Pedro y Obispo
de Roma—vy por los obispos en comunidn con él.

Este oficic puede ejercerse infaliblemente (o sin error)
en las proclamaciones doctrinales (relativas a lafe 0 a
la moral) por el Papa o por todo el Colegio Episcopal
junto con el Papa (especialmente en un concilio
ecuménico).

También puede ser ejercido infaliblemente por el Papa
y los obispos en su “Magisterio ordinario” cuando existe
acuerdo sobre la definitividad de una doctrina.
Respaldados por el Magisterio, todos los miembros de
la Iglesia —~aunque de diferentes maneras— estan
llamados a compartir ta fe con los demas y a “hacer
discipulos de todas las naciones” {cf. Mt 28, 19).
Mediante la fe en Cristo y el bautismo, uno se convierte
en miembro de la Iglesiga, el pueblo de Dios.

En virtud de su bautismo, todos los fieles participan del
oficio sacerdotal, profético y real de Cristo.

Los laicos viven esto de un modo acorde con la
naturaleza “secular” (o “cotidiana”) de su forma de vida.
Los laicos, por tanto, tienen una vocacion particular
tanto a la santidad como al apostolado, siendo

enviados a llevar a Cristo al mundo y a la vida cotidiana.

Fiestas & Solemnidades

2 DE MAYO: SAN ATANASIO, OBISPO

San Atanasio es conocido como el gran defensor de la verdadera
divinidad de Jesis durante un periodo de acalorada division dentro de
la Iglesia. Como obispo de Alejandria en Egipto, San Atanasio entrd en
conflicto con otros lideres influyentes de la Iglesia y con varios
emperadores. Su firme defensa de las ensehanzas del Concilio de
Nicea provocd su exilio de Alejandria en cinco ocasiones distintas.

14 DE MAYO: SAN MATIAS, APOSTOL

San Matias fue elegido para reemplazar a Judas Iscariote, quien habia
traicionado a Cristo. Esta es una de las primeras cosas que hacen los
Apbstoles después de la Ascension de Jesiis (Hch 1:15-26). Este es el
primer ejemplo de un sucesor de uno de los Apostoles. Hoy, nuestros
obispos se presentan como sucesores de los Apastoles.

17 DE MAYO: LA ASCENSION DEL SENOR

La Ascension del Sefior se celebra 40 dias después de la Pascua (véase
Hch 1:3) y, tradicionalmente, cae en jueves (dado que la Pascua es en
domingo). En la mayor parte de los Estados Unidos, la celebracidn se
traslada al domingo siguiente. Al ascender con su cuerpo resucitado,
Jesiis nos ofrece la esperanza de compartir algiin dia la comunion
celestial con el Padre.

24 DE MAYO: PENTECOSTES

Pentecostés significa literalmente “cincuenta” y tiene lugar 50 dias
después de la Pascua. En los Hechos de los Apdstoles, el primer
Pentecostés cristiano coincide con la fiesta judia de Pentecostés
(Shavuot, que significa “semanas” en hebreo), en la cual se conmemora
la entrega de la Ley a Moisés en el monte Sinai. El descenso del
Espiritu Santo en Pentecostés manifiesta la presencia permanente de
Dios junto a su Iglesia, como aquel que le da vida e inspira su accion.
En el sacramento de la confirmacién, participamos de manera especial
en la efusién del Espiritu Santo para ayudarnos a llevar a cabo la
mision de la Iglesia: difundir y defender la fe como testigos.

25 DE MAYO: LA SANTISIMA VIRGEN MARIA, MADRE DE LA IGLESIA
Maria posee muchos titulos, y existen diferentes dias en los que estos
se conmemoran. Ella es la Madre de Dios por haber concebido y dado
a luz a Jesils, y es también nuestra madre, puesto que estamos unidos
a Cristo en el bautismo. Maria constituye un modelo de verdadero
discipulado para la Iglesia. Como “Madre de la Iglesia”, ella ejemplifica
la maternidad que la Iglesia ejerce. Del mismo modo en que Maria
hace posible la presencia de Cristo en el mundo a través de la
Encarnacion, asi también la mision de la Iglesia —en cuanto cuerpo de
Cristo— consiste en hacer posible la presencia continua de Cristo en el

mundo.

31 DE MAYO: LA SANTISIMA TRINIDAD

La doctrina de la Trinidad nos revela quién es Dios. Hay un solo Dios
en tres personas distintas. Estas tres personas mantienen una relacion
real entre si. Sin embargo, cada una de ellas posee plenamente la
iinica naturaleza divina. Por esta razén invocamos el {nico “nombre”
divino al hacer la sefial de la cruz (es decir: “En el nombre del Padre, y
del Hijo, y del Espiritu Santo”).
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Las guias de estudio mensuales se pueden utilizar en la oracién personal y para la reflexién en grupos pequefos.

La Iglesia Catolica es el Cuerpo de Cristo y la institucion mas antigua del mundo. Durante mas de
2000 anos, ha seguido recibiendo la ensenanza del Sefor Jes(s y la guia de su Espiritu Santo. Fiel a la
mision que se le ha encomendado, proclama sus ensefianzas en todo momento y en cualquier lugar.
Las ensenanzas de la Iglesia se inspiran en la sagrada Escritura. Se basan en la Tradicion sagrada,
sobre todo en los padres de la Iglesia, en el sacerdocio vivo y en el testimonio constante de los
bautizados a lo largo de los siglos.

El remedio para la incredulidad de nuestra época es, por lo tanto, la vida de
un discipulo de Jesucristo firme, bien formado y consciente. Sera la
esperanza y la alegria que irradian los testigos del Senor Jesis lo que mas
desafiara y derribara la incredulidad y las falsas creencias de nuestra época.

Through the sacrament of Holy Orders, the work of the
Apostles is carried on with the Bishops as their
successors

The authentic interpretation of the the Deposit of Faith
takes place through the Magisterium, or teaching
office of the Church

Under the guidance of the Holy Spirit, this living
teaching office is exercised by the Pope, who is the
successor of St. Peter and Bishop of Rome, and the
bishops in communion with him

This office can be exercised infallibly (or without error)
in doctrinal proclamations (regarding faith or morals)
by the Pope or by the entire College of Bishops with
the Pape (especially in an ecumenical council)

It can also be exercised infallibly by the Pope and
Bishops in in their “ordinary Magisterium” when there
is agreement on the definitiveness of a doctrine
Supported by the Magisterium, all members of the
Church, albeit in different ways, are called to share the
faith with others and “make disciples of all nations”
(see Mt 28:19) ‘

Through faith in Christ and Baptism one becomes a
member of the Church, the People of God

By virtue of their Baptism, all the faithful are given a
share in the priestly, prophetic, and royal office of
Christ

The laity live this in away fitting the “secular” (or
‘everyday’) nature of their way of life

The laity, therefore, have a particular calling to both
holiness and the apostolate, being sent out to bring
Christ to the world and everyday life

MAY 2: ST. ATHANASIUS, BISHOP

St. Athanasius is known as the great defender of Jesus’ true divinity
during a period of heated division within the Church. As bishop of
Alexandria in Egypt, St. Athanasius came into conflict with other
influential Church leaders and several emperors. His staunch defense
of the teachings of the Council of Nicaea led to his exile from
Alexandria on five separate occasions.

MAY 14: ST. MATTHIAS, APOSTLE

St. Matthias was chosen to replace Judas Iscariot (who had betrayed
Christ). Chosing him is one of the first things the Apostles do after
Jesus’ ascension (Acts 1:15-26). This is the first example of a successor
to one of the Apostles. Today, our bishops stand as successors of the
Apostles, and the Holy Father is the successor to their leader, St. Peter.

MAY 17: ASCENSION OF THE LORD

The Ascension of the Lord is celebrated 40 days after Easter (see Acts
1:3) and traditionally falls on a Thursday (since Easter is on a Sunday).
In most of the United States, the celebration is transferred to the
following Sunday. By ascending with his resurrected body, Jesus gives
us hope of one day sharing in heavenly communion with the Father.

MAY 24: PENTECOST

Pentecost literally means “fifty” and takes place 50 days after Easter. In
the Acts of the Apostles, the first Christian Pentecost coincides with the
Jewish feast of Pentecost (Shavout, meaning “weeks" in Hebrew), at
which the giving of the Law to Moses on Mount Sinai is commemorated.
The descent of the Holy Spirit at Pentecost shows the enduring
presence of God with his Church as the one who gives her life and
inspires her action. In the sacrament of confirmation, we share in a
special way in the outpouring of the Holy Spirit to help us carry out the
mission of the Church: to spread and defend the faith as witnesses.

MAY 25: THE BLESSED VIRGIN MARY, MOTHER OF THE CHURCH

Mary has many titles, and there are different days these are
commemorated. She is the Mother of God by conceiving and giving
birth to )Jesus, and she is our mother, too, because we are united to
Christ in baptism. Mary is a model of true discipleship for the Church,
As "Mother of the Church,” she exemplifies the motherhood that the
Church exercises. Just as Mary enables Christ to be present in the world
through the Incarnation, so too the Church’s mission, as the body of
Christ, is to enable Christ's continued presence in the world.

May 31: SOLEMNITY OF THE MOST HOLY TRINITY

The doctrine of the Trinity tells us who God is. There is one God in
three distinct persons. These three persons are in real relation to each
other. Yet, they each fully possess the one divine nature. This is why we
invoke the one divine “name” when making the sign of the cross (i.e.
“In the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit”).

SCRIPTURE
Read: John 8:31-59

REFLECT:

1.What is the image of discipleship that Jesus gives in this passage? How can we attain to that
image in practice?

2.Jesus speaks here of slavery to sin and contrasts it with the freedom of the life of the disciple,
where ane finds truth. In what ways are we affected by slavery to sin? In ways do we find freedom
in Christ?

3.Why do think Jesus is so harshly criticized by those he is speaking to in this passage? How does
this passage reveal who Jesus is and how he changes our relationship with God and with the

world?

READ: A selection from Via Fidelis — Chapter 4

The Catholic Church is the Body of Christ and the oldest institution in the world. For over 2,000 years,
she has continued to be taught by the Lord Jesus and guided by his Holy Spirit. Faithful to the task
given to her, she proclaims her teachings at all times and in every place. The teachings of the Church
are enlightened by sacred Scripture. They are founded upon sacred Tradition, especially the Church
fathers, the living priesthood and the constant witness of the baptized through the ages.

The remedy to the disbelief of our age, therefore, is the life of a strong, well-formed, intentional
disciple of Jesus Christ. It will be the hope and joy that exude from the witnesses of the Lord Jesus
that will most challenge and collapse the disbelief and false belief of our times.

For this reason, | call on all the baptized to fan into flame the grace you
have received from God, pursue a path of Christian formation, know our
faith, live it without compromise and be one of the disciples whose life of
grace will heal the secularism of our age and bring God back into the hearts
of all men and women.

REFLECT:

1.In this selection, the bishop discusses the “Deposit of Faith,” sacred
Scripture and sacred Tradition. What are some concrete ways that
we can become deeper immersed in scripture and tradition in this
year devoted to a deeper understanding of the faith?

2.What does “the life of a strong, well-formed, intentional disciple of
Jesus Christ” look like in practice? How can we strive towards
developing that life?

3.What are ways that we can “bring God back into the hearts” of those
we encounter?
