Requirements for Catechists

o A Catechist is a role model of Catholic
teachings and values and must be an active
Catholic in good standing with the Church.

o Participate regularly in Sunday Mass and
participate as fully as possible in a
sacramental life style.

o Adhere to the Catholic Church’s teachings
on morality and behavior. The Religious
Education program is not a forum for
personal beliefs not in conformity with these
teachings.

o Be approved by the pastor and work as a
team with the DRE, co-catechists, other
members of the religious education team,
the pastoral staff, clergy and parents and to
recognize that parents are the primary
catechists of their children.

o Complete the Diocese background check
(criminal history record, the United States
Department of Justice National Sex
Offender Registry, and Social Security
Number (SSN) or Individual Taxpayer
Identification Number (ITIN) verification),
and safe environment training program
through Virtus. These forms are completed
online only.

o Continue own faith formation through
participation in Pastor approved workshops,
courses, and retreats in order to complete the
Basic Catechist Certification from the
Diocese of Charleston, form available online
and in the parish office.

o Be at least 18 years of age and be
Confirmed. Teens are not considered
catechist - only classroom helpers.

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« The Church is the people called and gathered together
by God

« The Church is referred to as a "mystery” because she
has a divine spiritual reality active alongside her
visible reality

+ The Church is described in the Niceno-
Constantinopolitan Creed as characterized by four
“marks” — one, holy, cathaolic and apostolic

unity of the three divine persons of the Trinity

« The Church shares one faith, one sacramental life, one

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JUNE 1: ST, JUSTIN, MARTYR

St. Justin is one of the brilliant minds of the early Church (second century).
He was one of the earliest writers to reflect on the compatibility of faith
and reason. Eventually, he gave his life for the faith when he, along with six
others, refused to offer sacrifice to Roman gods. He is referred to as justin
Martyr (the designation is often treated as if it was part of his name) and
Justin the Philosopher.

JUNE 3: ST. CHARLES LWANGA AND COMPANIONS, MARTYRS

St. Charles Lwanga served in the Bugandan royal household (modern
Uganda). He and 21 others were put to death for resisting and protecting
others from the abuses of the ruler. On the same day St. Joseph Mukasa
Balikuddembe was being martyred by the Bugandan ruler, Charles — still a
catechumen — requested and received the sacrament of baptism. Like
many martyrs, his feast day marks the day of his death in 1886.

JUNE 5: ST. BONIFACE, BISHOP AND MARTYR

St. Boniface is often called the “Apostle of Germany” and is known for his
missionary work to the Germanic tribes. Although he was an English monk,
he was sent by Pope Gregory Il to evangelize in what would become parts of
maodern-day Germany and the Netherlands. St. Boniface is sometimes
depicted with an axe, which is a reference to his chopping down of an oak
tree that was worshipped by pagan followers of Thor. This is sometimes
proposed as the “roots” of the Christmas tree tradition. St. Boniface was

later martyred.

JUNE 7: THE MOST HOLY BODY AND BLOOD OF CHRIST

The celebration of the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ, often referred to
simply by the Latin Corpus Christi, was established by Pope Urban IV in 1264
to celebrate Christ’s love for us exhibited in his enduring presence in the
Eucharist. The pope commissioned St. Thomas Aguinas to compose the
Liturgy of the Hours for the feast. As part of this project, Aquinas composed
several eucharistic hymns, portions of which are still widely used and well
known today, such as O Salutaris Hostia, Pange Lingua (Tantum Ergo is a
part of this hymn) and Panis Angelicus.

JUNE 11: ST. BARNABAS, APOSTLE

We encounter St. Barnabas in the Acts of the Apostles. We are told he was a
Levite from Cyprus named joseph and was given the name "Barnabas” (son
of encouragement) when he came to the Apostles with a donation from
some property he sold (Acts 4:36-37). He advocated for St. Paul with the
Church in Jerusalem shortly after Paul's conversion (see Acts 9:27) and later
was sent to Antioch and brought Paul there (see Acts 11:19-26). The two
traveled and evangelized together on what is often referred to as Paul's
first missionary journey (Acts 13-14) and are described in Scripture as
“apostles” (Acts 14:14), The pair later split because of a disagreement (Acts
15:36-41 and Gal 2:13),

JUNE 12; THE MOST SACRED HEART OF JESUS

Devotion to the Sacred Heart of Jesus centers on Christ's love for humanity.
This love is ultimately seen in Jesus' willingness to suffer and die for us.
Reflection on the wounded side of Christ goes back to the earliest times of
the Church. Sacred Heart devotion was articulated in its current form due to
St. Margaret Mary Alacogue's visions of Christ between 1673-1675. This
devotion involves reflecting on the depth of Christ's love for us and seeking
to respond with love modeled on his love. Divine Mercy devotion, which
arose in the 20th century through the visions of St. Faustina Kowalska, is
closely connected to devotion to the Sacred Heart.

1 DE JUNIO: SAN JUSTINO, MARTIR

San Justino es una de las mentes brillantes de la Iglesia primitiva (siglo II).
Fue uno de los primeros escritores en reflexionar sobre la compatibilidad
entre la fe y la razon. Finalmente, entregé su vida por la fe cuando, junto con
otras seis personas, se negd a ofrecer sacrificios a los dioses romanos. Se le
conoce como justino Martir (designacién que a menudo se trata como si
formara parte de su hombre) y Justino el Fildsofo.

3 DE JUNIO: SAN CARLOS LWANGA Y COMPANEROS, MARTIRES

san Carlos Lwanga sirvié en la casa real de Buganda (actual Uganda). £l y
otros 21 companeros fueron ejecutados por resistirse a los abusos del
gobernante y proteger a otros de ellos, El mismo dia en que San josé Mukasa
Balikuddembe era martirizado por el gobernante de Buganda, Carlos —ain
cateciimeno— solicitd y recibid el sacramento del bautismo. Al igual que
ocurre con muchos martires, su fiesta conmemora el dia de su muerte,
acaecida en 1886.

5 DE JUNIO: SAN BONIFACIO, OBISPO Y MARTIR

A San Bonifacio se le suele llamar el “Apdstol de Alemania” y es conocido por
su labor misionera entre las tribus germanicas. Aunque era un monje inglés,
fue enviado por el papa Gregorio I para evangelizar en lo que mas tarde se
convertiria en parte de la actual Alemania y los Paises Bajos. A veces se
representa a San Bonifacio con un hacha, lo cual hace referencia a que talo
un roble que era venerado por los seguidores paganos de Thor. En ocasiones,
esto se plantea como las “raices” de la tradicion del arbol de Navidad. San
Bonifacio sufrié el martirio posteriormente.

7 DE JUNIO: EL SANTISIMO CUERPO Y SANGRE DE CRISTO

La celebracion del Santisimo Cuerpo y Sangre de Cristo —a menudo
denominada simplemente por su nombre en latin, Corpus Christi— fue
instituida por el papa Urbano IV en 1264 para celebrar el amor de Cristo por
nosotros, manifestado en su presencia perdurable en la Eucaristia. El papa
encargd a Santo Tomas de Aquino la composicion de la Liturgia de las Horas
para esta festividad. Como parte de este proyecto, Aquino compuso varios
himnos eucaristicos, fragmentos de los cuales siguen siendo hoy en dia
ampliamente utilizados y muy conocidos, tales como O Salutaris Hostia,
Pange Lingua (del cual forma parte el Tantum Ergo) y Panis Angelicus.

11 DE JUNIO: SAN BERNABE, APOSTOL

Encontramos a San Bernabé en los Hechos de los Apostoles. Se nos relata
que era un levita de Chipre llamado josé, a quien se le dio el nombre de
“Bernabé” (hijo de la exhortacion) cuando acudié ante los Apostoles con una
donacién proveniente de la venta de una propiedad {Hch 4,36-37). Intercedio
a favor de San Pablo ante la Iglesia de Jerusalén poco después de la
conversion de este (véase Hch 9,27) y, mas tarde, fue enviado a Antioquia,
adonde llevd consigo a Pablo (véase Hch 11,19-26). Ambos viajaron y
evangelizaron juntos en lo que a menudo se conoce como el primer viaje
misionero de Pablo (Hch 13-14), y en las Escrituras se les describe como
“apostoles” (Hch 14,14). Posteriormente, la pareja se separd debido a un
desacuerdo {Hch 15,36-41y Gal 2,13).

12 DE JUNIO: EL SAGRADO CORAZON DE JESUS

La devocion al Sagrado Corazon de Jesis se centra en et amor de Crista por la
humanidad. Este amor se manifiesta, en Oltima instancia, en la disposicion de
JesOs a sufrir y morir por nosotros. La meditacion sobre el costado herido de
Cristo se remonta a los primeros tiempos de la Iglesia. La devocion al Sagrado
Corazon adquirid su forma actual gracias a las visiones de Cristo que tuvo
Santa Margarita Maria Alacoque entre los afios 1673 y 1675. Esta devocién
implica reflexionar sobre ta profundidad del amor de Cristo por nosotros y
buscar corresponderle con un amor modelado a imagen del suyo. La
devocién a la Divina Misericordia —surgida en el siglo XX a través de las
visiones de Santa Faustina Kowalska— guarda una estrecha relacion con la
devocion al Sagrada Corazén.
