Red – Bobal Tempranillo 

 Blueberry, blackberry aromas with a juicy plum palate, spice notes and subtle tannins

Vibrant intense citrus, nectarine, lime blossom and mango. Bright acidity with a distinct spritz on the palate

Perfumed and floral with honeysuckle, apricot and vanilla, fresh rich and textured 

 
L’Artisan Chardonnay, Pays d’Oc, France. 

Rich and balanced with tropical fruits on the nose, a touch of vanilla and buttery notes

Cap Au Large, Cotes de Provence, France. 

Dry with notes of watermelon, citrus and peach, fresh and aromatic 
 

Maris organic Rose de Nymphe Emue, Languedoc, France. 
Intense strawberry and raspberry fruits with delicious racy citrus fruits, creamy and rich. 

 

Red Wine by the 75cl bottle 
Nero D’avola, Sicily, Italy. 

Bright and deep with light berry fruits, cloves, vanilla and plum notes finishes of dark cherry 
 

Reserve St Martin, Pinot Noir, Languedoc, France. 
Rich and supple with cherry, raspberry and oak notes 

 
Apulo Primitivo, Salento, Italy. 

Soft, deep red with plum jam and black cherry with light notes of vanilla and cinnamon 
 

Domaine Grosset, Rhone, France. 
Wild berries and prunes with warm spices, notes of cinnamon and red peppercorns and a chocolatey toasted finish 

 
Chateau Fleur de Jean Gue, Bordeaux, France. 

Blackcurrant and roasted coffee with apricot and spice notes and well-integrated tannins

Intense, fresh and fruity pear aromas. Dry to medium dry with perfect fizz
