Sacrament of Baptism 
Baptisms are usually celebrated on a Sunday afternoon. Parents need to be 
registered parishioners and attend a Baptismal Preparation Class. At least one 
Godparent must be a practicing Catholic and obtain a Certificate of Eligibility 
from their parish.  
 

Sponsor Eligibility 
Certificates of Eligibility for Baptism and Confirmation require the sponsor to 
be a registered and active member of the parish, and if married, in a valid 
marriage recognized by the Catholic Church. Please call the Parish Office for 
more information.  
 

Sacrament of Marriage 
Arrangements should be made at least six months prior to the proposed 
wedding date to begin pre-nuptial instructions before making any 
arrangements. Please call the parish office for more information and to 
schedule an appointment with the Pastor.

TODAY’S LITURGY OF THE WORD: In the first reading from the Book of Exodus, the Lord says to the Israelites that they 
shall be to him a kingdom of priests, a holy nation. Saint Paul reminds the Romans that Christ died for us while we were sinners. 
In the Gospel, Jesus calls for laborers and appoints the Apostles, giving them authority over unclean spirits … and to cure every 
disease. The theme of God’s unending love for us, his people, runs through our readings today. Saint Paul points out that Chr ist 
died for us while we were still sinners, and Jesus’ heart was moved with pity when he saw the troubled crowd. Let us strive to 
imitate this great love by obeying Jesus’ instruction in the Gospel: Without cost you have received; without cost you are to give. 
Let us respond to God’s love with generous hearts.
