DEAR CUSTOMERS,

DUE TO CHANGES AT THE LANDFILL, ALL MATTRESSES AND BOX SPRINGS ARE
NO LONGER CLASSIFIED AS A LARGE ITEM INCLUDED WITH YOUR COST OF
SERVICE.

UNFORTUNATELY WE NOW MUST CHARGE $60.00 TO COLLECT AND DISPOSE OF
THEM AT THE LANDFILL.

PER THE LANDFILL, WHEN COMPACTING THE MATTRESSES AND BOX SPRINGS,
THE SPRINGS BREAK APART AND ARE DETRIMENTAL TO THE EQUIPMENT USED
AT THE LANDFILL. THEREFORE, THEY MUST BE PULLED FROM THE LOAD AND
MOVED TO A 3%° PARTY CONTAINER ON SITE.

BECAUSE OF THE NEED TO MOVE THE MATTRESSES AND BOX SPRINGS, THE
LANDFILL IS NOW CHARGING $60.00 FOR EVERY MATTRESS AND BOX SPRING
WE BRING TO THE LANDFILL IN OUR TRUCKS.

PLEASE CONTACT OUR OFFICE TO MAKE ARRANGEMENTS FOR COLLECTION
AND PAYMENT FOR THESE ITEMS TO BE PICKED UP.

All garbage cans, recycling cans, bags, and bulk items must be visible to the driver and placed at the curb.

We will collect 4 garbage cans per week from each customer. We will collect 1 large item a week for each
customer.

Please NO LOOSE GARBAGE, all refuse must be bagged, bags must be tied and weigh no more than 40lbs and
be able to be lifted by one employee.

DO NOT PLACE GARBAGE IN GROCERY BAGS, CARDBOARD BOXES OR 55 GALLON DRUMS.

Please place all trash and recycling containers at the curb no later than 5:00 am, the day of your scheduled
collection day.
Any trash or recycling set out after 5:00 am on scheduled collection day will be noted and may not be picked

up.

We are closed on: Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day,
Labor Day. We will be closed and will collect the day after your normal collection day. IF A HOLIDAY FALLS
ON A WEEKEND, THERE WILL BE NO CHANGE TO YOUR COLLECTION DAY.

We collect on: Martin Luther King Jr Day, President’s Day, Columbus Day, Veterans Day etc.

Yard waste- shrubbery and tree trimmings must be 3 inches in diameter or less, and no longer than 3 feet in
length. 5 bags per week per customer.

Christmas trees will be collected in January and February. Any Christmas tree taller than 6 feet must be cut in
half to be collected.

Construction Material: Construction material is not included in the cost of service. For small amounts of
construction material, please call for special pricing and to schedule pick up.
We are unable to pick up large amounts of construction materials.

WE COLLECT:

Bulky Materials- Furniture (chairs, couches, mattress and box springs, and other household items generated
from the customers address only) dishwashers, washers, dryers. Hot water tanks must have the liquids
removed, and Toilets.

We will collect one large item a week from each residence with your garbage.



We also accept small appliances such as but not limited to microwaves, small kitchen appliances, carpet
sweepers etc.

Carpeting- carpet, rugs and padding must be CUT AND SECURED into 4ft by 12 inches in diameter. No more
than 6 rolls may be placed at the curb each week.

NEEDLES AND SHARP OBJECTS:

Please place all needles, syringes, and lancets, in a plastic container with a secure lid, you may then place the
container into your garbage.

All other sharp items including glass and metal please place in a cardboard box or wrap with heavy paper and
tape closed before placing in your garbage.

Paint: No liquid paint may be placed in the garbage for collection. You may place cat litter, or a paint hardener
into the paint to make the paint solid.

Place the paint can at the curb with the lid off so that our employees may see that the paint is no longer in
liquid form.

WE DO NOT COLLECT:

We are unable to collect appliances with Freon.

Tires, batteries, hazardous materials, TVs, computers, steel rods, pipes, cement, cast iron tubs, or car parts,
dirt, sand, or paving materials. Propane/oxygen tanks, any type of explosives including but not limited to
fireworks, gun ammunition or flammable liquids.

Brush, shrubs with roots and dirt attached, tree trunks, or tree limbs more than 3 inches in diameter.

If you have an item to dispose of and are unsure if it can be collected, please contact our office for more
information.

RECYCLING:
Recycling will be collected every other week.
ALL RECYCLABLES MUST BE LOOSE IN THE RECYCLING CAN.

We are unable to accept glass in recycling. Place all glass in your garbage.

We can recycle: Plastic Bottles & containers #1-5 & 7. Metal cans: Steel, tin & aluminum soda, vegetable, fruit
& tuna cans. Paper: Brown paper bags, non-confidential, office paper, newspaper, magazines. Paper
cardboard, dairy & juice containers. Flattened cardboard & paper board. (Corrugated cardboard,
construction paper, kraft paper, cereal boxes, shoeboxes etc.) Do not include Food waste, plastic bags, or
polystyrene foam cups & containers.
