Bona fide residents of and/or graduates of high schools in Pike County or Calhoun County, Illinois.
Pursuing education or training in agriculture and related areas at an accredited postsecondary
educational or nonprofit technical institution 
Preference for students pursuing education or training at institutions located in Illinois, Missouri, or
Iowa.

$5,000 (minimum)
Up to 32 awards total throughout Pike and Calhoun Counties

APPROVED USE OF AWARD
Tuition, fees, academic materials (e.g., books and supplies), and institution-sponsored, approved,
or provided housing and meal plans at postsecondary educational or nonprofit technical
institutions in Illinois, Missouri, or Iowa.
