TEXAS EDUCATION FREEDOM ACCOUNTS

Exciting news for families! Our state is moving closer to launching its new school choice
program, now officially named the Texas Education Freedom Accounts (TEFA).
These are Education Savings Accounts (ESAs)—the same type of program we’ve
shared about before, now under a new name.
The state has announced that Odyssey will manage the secure online portal where
families will apply for and access their ESA funds. Official program rules—covering
eligibility, funding levels, and application timelines—will be released soon.
In the meantime, families are encouraged to stay informed through our Diocesan ESA
webpage and by attending one of our upcoming ESA Information Sessions led by
Superintendent Dr. Rebecca Hammel and Technology Director Mr. Mauro Garcia. These
sessions are designed to help parents understand how the program works and how it
makes Catholic education more affordable and accessible for their children.
